- opplied. -‘The chaplers. were first introduced into’ the Bible. about
 the mlddle oflhe 13th century, and the verses abont the middle of
the- 16!h Therr history is this :~~Cardinal Huse about the nnddle
. »ofthe ]3111 century having prn_]ected a concordance for the Latin|].
Bible, for the purpose’ of reference dmde,d the whole into heads
or chapters, w1thout any regard to the sense, und then subdmded
these’ portlons into equal parts, to which he attached in ‘the margin
tho letters A, B, C, ete. The chapters now continue throuo'hont.
exac;ly as he made them. The wverses in the New Testament
were mvented by RohertStephens. He made them while on a jour-
_ney ; but placed them in the margin, intending them ouly for refer-
ence. Their utility for this purpose, soon gained then a general
recéption.  The translators of the English Bible unwarily gave a
new appearanco and authority to these divisions. In that publish-
edat Geneva, A. D. 1557, by the exiles in the reign of Mary, nol
only the chapters, as formerly, were separated, but the versesalso.
This onwise alteration soon became general. (Sce Nourse’s
Parugraph Bible). Admitting the correctness of this account,
chapters and verses were adopted solely for the purpose of reference
and yet owing to the modern mode of printing the verses separate,
xhey have produced the very common but erroneous impression,
.. that the Bible i is rather a collection of apothegms, ¢r disconnected
-.8entence,. than composed of regalar histories and treatises of re-
" digion, whxch have their separata toplcs ‘and - connexions. §{ has

On Tuesday the House met, examised witnesses, declared Dr.
Keilley had beeu guilty of a breach of the privileges of the As-
sembly, and called upon him to apologise: the form of the apclogy
was read to him, bat ¢“he declared that to make the apology re-
quired would be contrary to his feelings, and to his own sense of
honour.”  He was then committed lo the custody of the Sheriff,
and lodged in the common gaol,

On Friday Dr. Keilley appeared before the Hon. Judge Lilly,
under a writ of Habeas Corpus, when his discharge was moved
for by Bryan Bobinsan, Esq.

“The Judge, without entering upon the question of the au-
thority of the House of Assembly 1o commit {or the alleged con-
tempt, upon which point he would give his judgment on an early
day, ruled that the commitment was deficient in those essentials
.mecessary to constitute it legal, and thuefore discharged the

Prcreu, Aug. 21.—The Coal Trade—The shipping employ-
ed in this trade, at our port, may be estimnated from the facts that
though there are 250 chaldrons of cval shipped daily, the demand
at present considerably exceeds the supply. There are now we
are informed, upwurds of 10,000 tons of shipping at the loading
ground. Considerable delay has been occasioned in consequence
of the fire which occurred in two of the old pits last summer, to
quench which the river had to be introduced. It has not yet been
wholly pumped out ; butas soon as that can be effected, and the
Rail Road extended to the Ioaumg ground, vessels will not be gnh-
_]ect to an hour’s delay under ordinary circumstances.

The hay has already been safely housed i in
considerable quantities, and it is expected that the whole will far
exceed the average of former ‘years.
