To the Chairman and Members of the Hygiene and Statis-
tics Committee.

Gentlemen,

I beg to report that in compliance with the resolution
adopted by your Committee at their last meeting, I called
upon Mr. P. P. Benoit, at his dwelling No. 1579¢ St. Hu-
bert St., in order to find out by personal observation his
state of health.

Mr. Benoit has been in the employ of the Health Depart-
ment since June 1891 (17 years), part of the time as sa-
nitary inspector and latterly as counter clerk in the gene-
ral office. He gave entire satisfaction in the execution
of his duties. Unfortunately since last November he had
to give up work and now he is in a pitiful condition. He
is suffering from tuberculosis in an advanced stage. He
is emaciated, dibilitated, expectorates excessively and per-
spires profusely at night. He has oedema of the legs and
feet which almost prevents him from assuming the erect
position.

There is scarcely any hope in his case for recovery. He
asks for a vacation to make an attempt to recuperate his
health in the country.

1t is hardly necessary to state that the prognosis in his
case is altogether unfavorable. His case at the moment is
quite desesperate. :
