Group established by the Royal Caxiadian Air -Force and the United Stati
Air Force, that certain radar stations be established in the Newfoundlan"
Labrador area to aug~menit the radar systemi already established in that arý
and to meet operational requirements of the mid-Canada early warning 1I3n

As mndicated during these discussions, the United States Government
prepared to undertake the responsibility for the construction and operatl
of these stations, with such Canadian participation as may be desired by t,
Canadian Government, and I have been lnstructed to seek the Canadic
Governmenit's.authorization to proceed on mutually agreeable terras.
