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• usually the result of inquiries or liaison work (e.g., 

with other countries' enforcement agencies, the Canadian 

Wildlife Federation, Revenue Canada (Customs & Excise), 

etc.). One hundred and eighteen (118) cases were 

cleared; five charges laid and two court cases were 

pending as of December 31, 1985. In addition, under 

Customs enforcement procedures, there were five hundred 

and one (501) detentions and thirteen seizures subject 

to adjudication. 

(b) Import Controls Investigations Status for 1985 

There were twelve cases of suspected violations 

resulting in four convictions and fines totalling 

$64,000. In three cases investigations were terminated 

due to insufficient evidence. As of December 31, 1985 

five cases are still under investigation.
