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5 .- (a) The authorities of Japan and the military authorities of the
sending State shall assist each other in the arrest of members of the United
Nations forces or of the civîlian components thereof, or their dependents in,
the territory of Japan and in handing themn over to the authority which iS
to exercise jurisdîction in accordance with the above provisions.

(b) The authorities of Japan shall notify promptly the military authorities
of the sending State of the arrest of any member of the force of that sending
State or of the civilian component thereof, or a dependent.

(c) The custody of an accused member of the force of a sending State oir
of the civilian component thereof over whomn Japan is to exercise jurisdictiofl
shall, if he is in the hands of that sending State, remain with that State until
he is charged by Japan.

6. -(a) The authorities of Japan and the military authorities of the send-
ing State shahl assist each other in the carrying out of ail necessary investiga-
tions into offences, and in the collection and production of evidence, incluliiig
the seizure and, in proper cases, the handing over of objects connected with
an offence. The handing over of such objects may, however, be macde subject to
their return within the time specified by the authority delivering them.

(b) The authorities of Japan and the military authorities of the sendixlg
State shall notify each other of the disposition of ail cases in which there aire
concurrent rights to exercise jurisdiction.

7 .- (a) A death sentence shall not be carried out in Japan by the military
authorities of the sending State if the legislation of Japan does not provide for
such punishment in a similar case.

(b) The authorities of Japan shaîl give sympathetic consîderation to 4'
request from the military authorities of the sending State for the assistance
in carrying out a sentence of imprisonment pronounced by the militarl
authorities of the sending State under the provisions of this article withil'
the territory of Japan.

8. Where an accused has been tried in accordance with the provisions O
this article either by the authorities of Japan or by the military authoritie
of a sending State and has been acquitted, or has been convicted and is servi%9,
or has served, his sentence or has been pardoned, he may not be tried aga9J,
for the same offence within the territory of Japan by the authorities O
another State, Party to this Protocol. However, nothing in this paragraPb
shahl prevent the military authorities of the sending State from trying a
member of its force for any violation of rules of discipline arising from an e't
or omission which constituted an offence for which he was tried by the authOrý
îties of Japan.

9. Whenever a memnber of the United Nations forces or of the civilial
components tbereof, or a dependent is proseeuted under the jurisdiction O
Japan he shall be entitled-

(a) To a prompt and speedy trial;
(b) To be informed, in advance of trial, of the specific charge or charge

made against Jin;
(c) To be confronted with the witnesses against him;
(d) To have compulsory process for obtaining witnesses in his favolr'

if they are within the jurisdiction of Japan;
(e) To have legal representation of his own choice for his defence Or t

have free or assisted legal representation under the conditqin P
vailinug for the time being in J1apan;

()If he considers it necessary, to have the services of a competent iner
preter; and
