Should this proposal meet with the approval of your Government, it ¥
the suggestion of my Government that this letter and your reply be considered G
the formal extension, until the end of 1951, of the agreement which wh C
effective last year, and that the details of the movement of farm labour aﬂd €]
machinery mentioned above be arranged between the Canadian and Uni'ﬂed d
States officials directly concerned. le
