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espeeially. The father of our late larnented
friend was, like Mr. Casgcrain,,a nman of abso-
lute integrity, sinoerity and cou-rage, end if
his son 'was endowed in any way like his
tather, I arn not at ail sur.prised that he
took the part ,he did in the tremendous
struggle in whieh -we are now engaged. 0f
a mnan of his ehaTacter, tbough we may
lament hie death, I amn sure that we inay
say ;ho bas met the death which he would
have wished above ail others. We extend
eiur deepest eympathy to the families of our
four deceased colleagues.

Sir THOMAS WHITE (Minister of Fin-
ance): Mr. Speaker, I desire to associate
myseif witb the tributes which have beeu
s0 eloquently paid by my right hon. friends
to the memory of our oomrades who have
passed away, and particularly I desire to
refer to my personal friend and deskmate,
the late Hon. T. Chase Casgrain, Postmas-
ter-General. I had the advantage of hie
acquaintance over many years. Originally
I knew him when I was engaged in buBi-
ness in the city of Montreal. He was et
thai time oua of the most eminent couns-el
of that great metropolis. On rnany oc-
casions I hald the privilege and advantage
of bis advice on matters of fluancial and
commercial importance. Later I had the
honour to be associated with bum as mem-
ber of the Government. I desire to bear
testimony to the fine integrity of his char-
acter, to the exquisite urbanity of bis dis-
position, and to the genial qualities of bead
and heart which endeared birn to al. and
made him so charming a conirade aud
friend. I wish to speak particularly o! hie
unremitting devotion to the duties of hie
office, duties greatly increased by the
exigencies of this, unprecedented time
through wbich we are passing. The late
Postrnaster-General bad a very higb sense
of duty. He was unsparing of hiniseif to
the work of hie department, and I arn con-
vinced' that it waýs hie unflagging devotion
to the duties of hie office whicb impaired
and undermined hie constitution, and thus
laid bum open to the inaidious disease wbich
carried him off. 1 desire to express my
personal sorrow and my sympatby witb bie
widow and the members of hie farnuly, and
the sense whicb I entertain of the loss le
the people of Canada tbrough hie untimely
death.
