Some býon. MEMBERS: Explain.

Mr. McCIBBON: I would be very glad te
accept t'be verdict of the bouse, if it wcro
favouraýble, and net say anything. This, Mr.
Spcaker, is a matter wbich I tbink sbould be
disýposed of rather quickl3,. It deals with a
procedure which. is one of tbe reliecs cf that
war bysteria iînder wbich we laboured. some
ton or twelve years ago, and certainly it is
one whjch sbould be removed from, our statute
bock. Persocaily I opposed this legisiation
When it wvas introduccd some ten years ago.
I spoke against it thon; I bave been against
it ever since, and I am against it now. It is
net that I particularly want to exercise
patronage; aftcr ail that is a secondary thing.
I tbink it is part cf the responsibility of the
governmcnt, and responsible government is
soînetbing that cost our ancestors too mucb
to be lightly throvn away.

Let us for a moment study what takes place
uinder this system. Awvay ba.ck in one of the
country riding-s a vacaney occurs in the out-
side service. If tbe remuneration is over $200
the member bas notbing to say with regard
te the flllinýg of the vacancy; the one elected
by the people, wbo bam the most complote
