about the recall of defective Canadian cars in
Canada?

Hon. C. M. Drury (Minister of Industry):
Mr. Speaker, as I indicated the other day, the
principal motor car manufacturers have been
undertaking to recall all motor cars manufac-
tured in Canada with defects, as they are
doing in respect of those manufactured in the
United States that have defects. If the hon.
member would like a rather more detailed
report I will be glad to see that one is
provided to him.

AGRICULTURE
CHAROLAIS CATTLE-FREEDOM FROM DISEASE

On the orders of the day:
Hon. Michael Starr (Ontario): Mr. Speaker,

I should like to address a question to the
Minister of Agriculture based on a report
that the Charolais cattle, which have been
quarantined since last autumn, are to be
released today to the respective owners
across Canada, and that these cattle will be
kept in quarantine for an additional 90 days
by those owners. Is the minister absolutely
certain that these cattle are free of foot-and-
mouth disease and that this disease will not
be spread to other cattle in Canada as a
result of this action at this time?

Hon. J. J. Greene (Minister of Agriculture):
Mr. Speaker, these cattle have been under
close quarantine at Grosse Ile for the pre-
scribed period of time. Out of the total of 113
head quarantined at Grosse Ile, 109 have
been released. Of the others one died, two
reacted to T.B. tests and one reacted un-
favourably to foot-and-mouth disease testings,
but did not have foot-and-mouth disease.
These are very stringent tests in regard to
this disease and a further period of observa-
tion is necessary merely to assure that these
very stringent tests are repeated, in order
that we may be satisfied that everything is in
order.

Mr. Starr: I have a supplementary ques-
tion. In view of the fact that these cattle will
be quarantined by the owners, will there be
any government supervision and tests made
during that period of quarantine, and will the
cattle be released when it is absolutely cer-
tain they do not have this disease?

Mr. Greene: That is the practice, Mr.
Speaker.
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
