HOUSE OF COMMONS
DESIGNATION OF MR. SPEAKER AS

MEMBER FOR PARLIAMENT HILL

Mr. Stanley Knowles (Winnipeg North
Centre) moved for leave to introduce Bill
C-159, respecting the designation of the
Speaker of the House of Commons as the

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member for the electoral district of Parlia-
ment Hill.

He said: Mr. Speaker, may I first thank the
hon. member for Fundy-Royal for seconding
my motion for the introduction of this bill. I
also thank those members of other parties
who have indicated their interest in it.

The purpose of this bill is to make it possi-
ble, when the House has a Speaker in whom
we all have full confidence, as is the case at
the present time, to take steps to provide for
that occupant of the chair to continue therein
from Parliament to Parliament. My bill pre-
serves the principle that a Speaker, in the
first instance, must have been elected in a
constituency. It also preserves the principle
that each new Parliament must elect its own
Speaker. My bill provides, however, for the
continuity we would all like to see. I hope
hon. members will study its details and that
the house leaders may be able to arrange a
time when this matter can be discussed.
