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of all three of the holiday bills be sent to committee so
that the question of an additional holiday or holidays
might at least get under discussion in one of the
committees.

Mr. Reid: Madam Speaker, we would accept that.

Mr. McKinley: Madam Speaker, the suggestion is inter-
esting. We think that the subject matters are important
enough that they be given some discussion and that they
should be put on early in private members’ hour during
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next week. My hon. friend from Hillsborough (Mr. Mac-
quarrie) will then be able to expound on the importance of
the subject matters.

The Acting Speaker (Mrs. Morin): The hour provided
for the consideration of private members’ business has
now expired. It being five o’clock this House stands
adjourned until 2 p.m. on Monday next.
