communities generally and, in particular, to offer provincial 
and municipal services in both English and French and to 
provide opportunities for members of English or French 
linguistic minority communities to be educated in thier own 
language”.

I can assure the Ffon. Member that the Minister of Justice, 
like the Prime Minister, is deeply committed to this renewed 
spirit of federal-provincial co-operation, and that he will be

urging all Parties to support and swiftly pass this important 
piece of legislation.
