Students will be required to undergo practical tests in the identifica-
tion, dating and criticism of works of art. They must be able to
translate from at least two modern languages other than their own ;
and will be trained in elementary Pal®ography so far as is relevant
to their subjects.

M.A., PH.D.,, AND D.LIT. DEGREES

Students who have (i) obtained the B.A. Honours Degree of the
University of London, or (ii) taken Degrees in other Universities,
may proceed to the M.A., Ph.D., and D.Lit. Degrees in accordance
with the Regulations for Internal Students in the Faculty of Arts.

For the M.A. Degree a thesis, an oral examination and written papers
of a higher standard than for the B.A. Honours Degree are required.
For the Ph.D. Degree (two years’ course) a thesis on a special period
or subject in the History of Art will be required. A viva-voce and writ-
ten examination on the subject of the thesis and kindred subjects may
be held at the discretion of the Examiners.

In the case of the M.A. and Ph.D. Degrees, students must produce
evidence that they are qualified by previous study or training to
profit from the course.

For the D.Lit. Degree published papers or books, containing original
and independent work, must be submitted, and the candidate may
be required to undergo an oral test. The Degree is normally open
only to students who have obtained the M.A. or Ph.D. Degree.
