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The total registration was 1912 of whom 530 were from out of town 

(Island of Montreal)» These figures do not include wives and 

daughters of graduates, who were not graduates themselves, so that 

well over two thousand people attended the Reunion. The majority 

of the functions were well attended and the victory by our team over 

Toronto on Satu rday brought the whole to a very happy conclusion 

As far as finances are concerned, it is impossible to give figures 

at this time, but it is almost certain that the guarantee from the 

University, will not be required and that the advances they made will 

be paid back in full.
