ALLEGED FAILURE 0F GOVERNMENT TO PROVIDE EQUAL
OPPORTUNITY FOR WOMEN IN PUBLIC SERVICE-MOTION

Mr. David MacDonald (Egmnont): Mr. Speaker, in view of
the recently published report of the Advisory Council on tbe
Status of Women, entitled "Women in tbe Public Service-
Barriers to Equal Opportunity", and its total indîctment of
federal policies and programs to achieve equai opportunity for
women, indicating in particular that "the federai government
has failed to provide equal opportunity for women in the public
service", and tbey are actually iagging bebind tbe private
sector and, in particular, that there is a disturbing reversai in
the career assignment program witb a reduction from tbe 30
per cent participation rate for women in 1975 to a 14 per cent
participation rate in 1977, 1 move, seconded by tbe hon.
member for Kingston and the Islands (Miss MacDonald):

That this government immediately report on, (1) tbe apecifie goala that have
been in effect aince 1975 in respect of tbe achievement of equal oppartunity,
department by department; (2) those departments or agencies which bave failed
ta meet their particular objective on a year by yesr basis; and (3) the annual
assesament provided ta Treasury Board on the implementatian of equal opportu-
nity programs for women in the variaus dcpartments and agencies.

Mr. Speaker: The introduction of such a motion for debate
at tbis time can only be done with tbe unanimous consent of
tbe House.

decision thereon until there bas been a full and thorougb study of railway
relocation at Winnipeg, and this House urges tbe government ta commit the
neceaaary funds for such a study so that it can praceed fortbwith.
