An Interesting turn' is given the pro­
posed autonomy of the Northwest Ter­
ritories by the suggestion made in 
some quarters that Alberta should be 
included In the Province of British 
Columbia. Those who have brought 
forward the Idea back it up by point­
ing out that the volume of trade be­
tween the territory and the province 
is large, and that it will greatly in­
crease when the Crow’s Nest Railway 
is constructed. British Columbia takes 
Alberta's surplus grain, butter, eggs, 
poultry, pork, beef and mutton, and 
Alberta buys fruit and other products 
of the Coast Province. It Is noted also 
by the advocates of the scheme that 
Alberta's at present unknown mineral 
resources would become famous It 
hitched on to those of British Columbia. 
The Calgary Herald, dealing with the 
question, says: "Under the union' a 
railway like the Crow's Nest could be 
chartered by the Province without the 
difficulties which exist with the pre­
sent dividing line between us. 
minerals of the Rockies would at once 
be brought Into a position for rapid 
development under the favorable min­
ing laws of British Columbia. A mine 
In British Columbia to-day is worth 
something in the eyes of the world. 
A mine In Alberta, however good the 
showing, will not be looked at by 
either the British or American Inves­
tor. The question of tbe ownership oi 
public lands which Alberta would have 
to offer the new Province is a large 
one, and would require more than the 
space at our disposal now.

Hubbard’s statements 
were true. He had dismissed two men 
and taken them both back after they 
had expressed contrition. Both had 
been punished for their offence in an­
other way than by depriving them of 
their positions, and the example had 
proved salutary.

Aid. Hubbard asserted that one of 
the men, who had been grossly Insult­
ing to his superior officers, had been 
reinstated without making any apology.
