THE RUGBY OUTLOOK.

Lerrespondents Alr Their Views—R. K. B.
Piays tor T. A. C.—B. F. & Thinks
the Lornes are Good.

Sporting Editor World: Your issue of
Saturday last contained a letter concern-
ing the coming Rugby football season and
dbemoaning the fact .that Toronto would
this year be represented by several senior
teams, none of which would be apparent-
ly strong enough to compete successfully
#n the championship series. The advice
thiftein contained is certainly good, and if
the suggestions were properly carried out
in the best available fashion under the
present circumstances, there is no reason
why this city should not be represented
by a team at least strong enough to be
near the top at the end of the coming
scason. The present writer understands
that Varsity, Osgoode, Toronto Athletic
Club, Leornes, and, lastly, the Toronto La-
crosse Association all intend being repre-
sented in the senior series of the Ontario
Rugby I'ootball Union this fall. Now, any
one who understands the game, as at pre-
sent played, will at once realize that none
of these teams under such conditions ecan
hope to rank as champions, and that at
least two or three of them must go to the
wall in the preliminary round, and the few
good men that each of these losing teams
has upon its roll will be thereby debarred
from playing with any team during the
balance of the season. The present game
requires far more material to choose from
end to fall back upon in case of accidents
than this city can possibly supply for any-
thing like the above number of senior or-
ganizations, and as a consequence each
of thése teams possessing a few first-class
men will weaken the others and Toronto’s
t(_wrces will be divided in a manner which
will undoubtedly tend to spoil the popu-
larity of the spert. Varsity must, of course,
have a team, and Osgoode seems deter-
mined this year to reorganize. Let these
clubs do as best they can, but, on the oth-
er hand, let the Toronto Athletic Club; the
Lornes and the Toronto Lacrosse Associa-
tion combine their forges and have To-
'r:‘:uto represented by one strong fifteen.
The Toronto Athletic Club should be the
city’s representative organization for sport
purposes, as is the case in Montreal, Ot-
tawa and in all large cities of the United
States, and as this ‘club has upon its roll
nearly all the present members of the To-
ronto Lacrosse Club and of the Lornes, it
weuld certainly seem fairest to all con-
cerned that these three organizations
should combine funder the colors of the big
nthletic club,. secure the present Lornes’
grounds, which are adjacent to the club
premises, for practice, and get to work at
once with the idea of making the best
possible fight for the championship of Can-
ada. The splendid facilities afforded at
the Toronto Athletic Club in the way of
gymnasium, lockers, baths, running track,
eic., should be a big factor in aiding the
proper training of the men, and the team,
with lots o:‘"somctloe, should, in the opin-
lon of the ter, be able to cope success-
fully with any in this country in both the
sepior and intermediate series. Agafh,
with five or six. teams in the city all striv-
ing for public patronage, and no one of
them being up to championship form, the
receipts will necessarily quickly fall off,
