Pte. J. H. Allen, a member of the
Roya#l Canadian Dragoons, who Jeft
Btanley Barracks, Toronto, to go with
the military expedition to the Yukon,
writes the following letter for publication
to The World: It is dated May 27 at
Glenora, and gives a good description of

the trip:

We fett Ottawa by special train at
.30 p-m. the 6th inst. Every\thi.ng went
smoothly along. We sighted Lake Su-
perior on the evening of the Tth. All
enjoyed the beautiful scenery on one
side and the Tugged on the other until

ight closed . At 4 pm:

racks headed by the 90th Batt. Band.
1 was not so lucky, as 1 had to remain
jn charge of the guard over the train.
It being Sunday, there was a terrible
crowd to reccive and see us Off.
They had refreshments prepared for
the force, and 1 was sorry to miss that.
When they returned, we pulled out at
5.30 pm., and the remainder of daylight
was spent in admiring ithe prairie, see-

prairie chickens and wild ducks.
We got off the train a couple of times a
day for g. quntt.l:; of an hour at n.’tune
to stretch our 8.

At 5 p-m. on the 10th 1 was gbruptly
wakened by Insley giving me a gmwh
in the ribs and excitedly saying, Here
is Calgary.” 1 raised my head and saw
omething more than buildings, some-
thing farther away, the ky Moun-/
ﬂim, those great heights that I bhad

so much about and longed to see.

e were yet 60 miles from the mo.1n-
tains. Soon ‘all was excitement, and
BV man was eager to get & glimpse
of mountains, the town of Calgary
and the N.W.M.P. Barracks. Only &
touple of minutes’ stop and we were off
again. Soon all were dressing, shaving
or washing, so that we would have no-.
thing to do but watch the rising hills
and the Rockies in the nce, &
pccasionally an Indian or an Indian
pamp would attract our attention.

‘After an .hour’s run the mountains
appeared a mile away, and as one look-
ed ahead of the train the engine looked
as if it would dash headlong into the
towering pile of rocks ahend- But we
roli along and eventually pass into the

aks- To mearly all of us the

ockies were one of the great-
est sights we had ever seen. We fol-
Jowed the valley along a ramd\lg rising

ade until we arrived at Stephen,
the highest level reached by the rail-
way- It was much rooler, and on a Jit-
tle lake near the ice was quite thick,
though in the valley it was open sum-
_mer. From we commenced t'o
descend toward the oppositeylde- We
descended 1100 feet in eight minutes; and
passed some of the finest scenery- We
came down that terrible descent, sweep-
ing around curves, immediately um.ler
the highfest and grandesi mc_mntqms
on ome side, and on ;hp opposite side,
Jooking down a precipice a ¢hn\1smxd
feet, into a valley through which flows
a river, and away on the opposite side
of the wvalley the towering mountains

tretch upward again.
E'Comingp down we went through 1_he
famous Kicking Horse Pass, of which
I have never heard an exaggerated de-
seription, because it is impossible to
even do it justied As we came down
we had the best view of Mount Cathe-
dral, which is the prettiest T have secen.
Next is Mount Stephen, the highest on
the line. . It is 5296 feet. A peculpr
thing occurred while 1iding down. The
brakeman, who was standing beside me
on the platform, recognized me. We
used to live in the same place. Tunnels
were numerous, and there were OvCr
40 snow sheds to go through. We pass-
ed ravines and canyons, streams dashing
down them and splashing into foam.

At the Glacier we dismounted for a
quarter of an hour- Getting up here
and going out again is perhaps as good
a piece of engineering as there is on the
line. It runs serpentine shape up the
mountain to this place, and the same
down again. At Glacier the ths in-
dulged in a snowball match. '\\ e ran
along and crossed the Columbia River,
the next big river being the Fraser.

We arrived at Vancouver at 1 p.m-
the 11th inst, and were met by the of-
ficers of the 5th Regiment Garrison Ar-
tillery Their band played us to the driil
hall, where we were quartered during
our stay. We got our meals at the Ori-
ental Hotel, The staff sergeants had
rooms there, that includeds QOampbell
and Davis. The officers were quartered
at the Hotel Vamcouver, which is the
best hotel in the city. Vancouver is the
most business-like, go-ahead place I ever
struck. = It is a ftypical western city.
There are plenty of saloons to look after
the requirements of the people. in that
direction. Everything is Klondike. Any
store that is not labeled with the name
is not properly in business. We only
had-one parade in Vancouver, that was
to have a march around town and to
take some sweat out of us. It was 85
degrees in the shade.

At 6 pm. on the 14th inst. we em-
barked on board the SS. Islander, and
sailed from port at 4 o'clock the follow-
ing morning. The trip up the coast
was uneventful. We sailed mearly al-
ways between the Gslands and main-
Jand, but a couple of times went out on
the open sea, to the sorrow of many
of the men and the delight of the fishes.
We saw a few whales and a number of

rpoises and flocks of sea fowl. At

p-m. the 17th we arrived at Fort Wranr
gel, and, though it was raining, there
was a crowd of all sorts of people came

down on the wharf to see the mnovel’

sight of British soldiers in their port,
though they were very civil and, in
fact, friendly. Fort Wrangel is a place
with about 500 inhabitants and from
1200 to 1500 ,of a floating population.
It has three or four stores and two
dozen whiskey and gambling dives.
There is an opera house, where women
of the lowest type give low perform-
ances, and after the show is over the
geats are removed and the remainder of
the night is spent in dancing. Any man
who wants to stay for the dance pays
the small sum of half a dollar, which
covers the amount of his drinks-

Prices at Wrangel are not much high-
er than they are at Vancouver, but once
you go inland the prices are abont
three times higher, and continue to in-
crease the farther up country you go-
There are a number of reporters, or
rather men who write lefters to half
a dozen papers at once, come to Wran-
gel and write letters to their papers
from there, and because they are ad-
dressed from a place in Alaska, people
| down east take it all in as good reliable
news. Now, I can tell you that a man
remaining at Wrangel or Skaguay, for
that matter, knows no more about the
Klondike than if he were living at Van-
couver. And even when one has ar-
i rived at Glenora or Telegraph Creek,
there is no possibility of knowing any
more abofit the far interior than one
living at the coast- I might pull on my
imagination and go on and ftell you all
about it, but it I did I would be deceiv-
ing you, for it would be all hearsay,

and then there 1s no person here who
can tell me anything authentie. All
T can tell you is what the route is like
this far, and that is sufficient to write

pages “about, and then you cannot re-

alize the difficulties and dangers of
working one’s way up the Stikine Riv-
er: - It rains nearly every day along the
coast and for about 75 muiles iniand,
Then comes what is called the dry
belt, where it seldom rains. It has only
rained once here since the 17th of
March.

On the evening of the 18th inst., the
nurses, Miss Faith Fenton and Mrs.
Stearns, wife of a N.W.M.P. inspector,
stationed at Dawson City, and No 1
Company and Col. Evans and staff went
aboard the Strathcona and Nos. 1 and 2
Chmpanies went aboard thie Stiking
Chief and at 6.35 the following moin-
ing we left Wrangel and started up the
river. Owing to the tide being low,
our boats had diffculty in getting over
the sand bars that are formed at the
motuth of the river, but after an hour’s
delay the Stikine Chief got under Wiy,
and we did not see the Strathcona again
on the way up. There are sand bars all
the way up, as the river bed is all sand,
and it requires experieuced pilots to get
a boat up at all.

When night comes the boats all make
fast to the shore, as it is dangerous to
attempt to navigate at night. On the
first dny we passed scores of part‘xfa,
many of whom had started up the m'.»r
in the winter, but were unable © got
through- Tt was an open winter, {he
thermometer not going _more than hge
degrees below zero at Wrangel, so the
jce was rotten, and many that started
out never were heard from again.
Others were glad to get back to Wran-
gel with their lives, having in some
case lost all their supplies t rough the
ice, and after getting new outfits are
working their way up the river again
in small boats. Others,when they found
it impossible to get through, camped on
the bank of the river until navigation
would open, and in many cases are sh'}l
there waiting to be picked up, and it
will be some time before the boats cm;
take them up, as through freight @and
passengers with through tickets get first
reference, and all the boats have their
ands full to keep traffic moving from
Wrangel. < There are 14 botts plying on
the river, the largest belonging to the
C.P.R. and Hudson Bay Co.

On the 20th we passed up the canyon,
or Grand Rapids It is about a mie
long,and causes considerable excrtomelx:t
going up- At times our b('mt would-_ e
standing still, with her engines working
their best. At last we got through, and
went smoethly on- There were, perhaps
50 people in the canyoun, Worlfmgdﬂmlr
way through in small boats. They have
to draw their boats up by long ropes.
They string the rope along the top of
the rock, then pull it up and anchor
or at least tie up to a rock while they
stretch the rope along again, ete., until
they have worked to the top. It is
making good time to get a small boat
with its load of an]:nlim through the
canyon in a day- The day before W€
passed it a men fell from the top of
the rock, a couple of hundred feet, and
was never seen agaim He came from
Peterboro, but I have forgotten his
name- These are common occurrences,
but are seldom if ever heard of in the

east.

On the 20th a boat capsized with two
men who were coming down from
Telegraph Creek to Glenora. One of
the bodies was found on the shqrf.-._ but
the other has not been seen- This is
said to be the only body that was ever
recovered in the Stikine River. That
may be exaggerated, but any one who
goes down in the Stikine stands 2
mighty slim chance of being seen again.
The current is so strong, and there is
an under current that pulls one down
and keeps him there.
Rev. Mr. Pringle of the
Church came here from \Vl"a.ﬂggl and
pulled his supplies on a sleigh in the
middle of February- He tells many m-
teresting stories of hardship npd loss.
He tells of seeing many teams with their
‘sleigh loads go through the ice, and in
an instant were swept under with th'e
current, and the driver was lucky if
he saved his life, being left standing
there without supplies of any kingl.
Ie says many of these accidents were
caused from inexperience and 'stupml-
ity. In one case two young Englishmen
were coming up with two loaded teams;
the leading team broke through and
disappeared.  Along c.mme'ﬂm second
one and down they went n the same
hole, and all was lost except the driv-
ers.  One outfit he was pleased to see
wrecked was the finest team of horses
on the river loaded with whiskey. The
jee gave way, and in legs time than
he could count they all were out of
sights

The Stratheona arrived safely on the
evening. of the 22nd. They slept aboard
and went into camp the following morn-
ing. We have a good camp ground on
the Hudson Bay Co.’s flats, about a mile
below Glenora. There is plep.ty of room
for playing football, which is a novelty
to the Indians. They take great delight
in watching the games, which they nev-
er saw played before.

We had a “review order parade” on
the 24th and fired a royal salute. 1n
the afternoon there was a good pro-
gram of sports held by the citizens and
miners.  There are some good athletes
here, but the troops were able to pull
out some good prizes. There was $200
given in cash prizes. In the evening
there was a grand ball given at the
Gignorn.  Housp, six married whbmen
honoring the occasion with their pres:
ence, and you may believe they were
kept moving pretty lively. The single
ladies here are not of the class that
are invited to such society events. /
room spacious enough to accommodate
so grand an affair is hard to find in
Glenora, hence the Glenora House was
selected. The ballrcom is 14 feet square.

The Teslin trail is yet in bad condi-
tion, as the warm weather is melting
the snow on the top of the mountains,
and the water runs down across the
trail and makes it unsafe: The trail
slong the mountains is 18 .inches wide,
and there is some very hard climbing
to get up it. Tt rises to 3000 feet.
Then after the descent there is a swamp
10 miles across that is only ~“passable
nnder the best conditione, and we will
be here until the trail is fit to go over.
Our extra supplies will be carried on
pack ponies.. There has been no forward
movement of miners yet. Only a few
have ventured the trip, and the rest are
waiting to hear how they got ony but
the very warm weather the past week
will bring the water down from the
mountains to such an extent that they
will probably fail in their attempt to get
through. For the past week the ther-
mometer has gone above 95 degrees in
the shade, and the streams are all foam-
ing, so that the Stikine has risen six
feot in the last three days, and is still
rising. If it rises ten feet more we will
have to shift our eamp up on the moun-
tain. Navigation is closed in conse-
quence, as the great amount of trees
and driftwood makes the river impass-
able, for the bouts are all stern wheel-
ers, and the paddles would all be torn
o1l

(ilenora has about 100 inhabitants,
and there are about 2009 mipers and pro-
spectors camped here waiting for a fa-
vorable time to move forward. T think
the majority are making for Teslin, and
will prospect around 7Teslin Lake and
its tributaries. Some have money; some

have merely ouffits; others have dogs,
and there are horses, ponies and mules!
to no end. (lod knows whom they be-
jong to. There are six licensed hotels,
one ‘eustom house (which &s also the
police station) wnd two dwellings. Lhe
whole lot put together would not do
credit to a third-class farmer’s barn
yard. The town and vicinity are com-
posed of tents.

Faith Fenton has returned to Van-
conver, and will return in time to ac-
company us mnorth.

The men are all in good health and
anxious to get on the trail. We will
have to carry about 80 poumds--that in-
cludes the rifie and pack complete.
There is some talk of the Oliver equip-
ment being sent back and adopting the
same equipment that is tsed by people
in this country. It is said one cah calTy
a heavier load with greater ease than
with the present outfit.

The boots issued to us for marching
are rotten. Some of them are going to
pieces already. The pattern is first-
class but the leather is mo good at alb
I will buy a good pair of boots before
leaving here.

The force is divided ‘nto three com
panies, the Artillery and Cavalry form-
ing No. 1, London and Toronto No. 2
and St. John’s and Fredericton No. 3.

MADRID LOOKS FOR PEACE

Spain to Accept the Inevitable w
How Uncle Sam Will Be Kept
Out of Philippines.

New. York, July 13.—The Tribune prints
the following from its London correspon-

dent: .

“Madrid has taken the defeat of Cervera
so quietly that peace is now poassible with-
out risks of revolution. ‘Bagasta is not
willing to sacrifice his politieal reputation
by proposing peace under hard conditlons,
He Is bent upon having some convenient
subsfitute incur the unpopularity. When
peace has been made he will return to of-
fice amd dfe In harness.

“*There is great interest here in the con-
ditions of peace which the United States
may propose; and there will be general dis-
appointment if a war indemnity based upon
the Philippines be so meagre that elther
France or- Germany can ralse the money
and obtain possession of the islands. It Is
believed here that the European powers will
not intervene in any way unless a high in-
demnity be proposed. In that event the
powers may use their diplomatdc offices for
obtaining the reduction of the indemnity.
“Whether the indemnity be high or low,
Spain unaided will never way it; but un-
less it be a substantial one, some European
power will pay dt, and then the United
States will be compelled to withdraw from
the Philippines, especially as Japan has
retired from the mainiand of China. Eng-

land eagerly desires America to remain
permanently in the¢ Philippines.”

MUST FALL BY THE SWORD.

Toral Says for Santingo: “No Sur-
render,”’ Except by KForece of
Arms—Shafter’'s Guns Rendy.

Off Juragua, July 12, 8 p.m,, via Kings-
ton, Jamaica, July 13, 10 a.m.—All the
negotiations for a peaceful surrender ¢f
Santiago de Cuba ended in utter fallure to-
day, and the city must fall by the
aword.

Gen, Toral, the Spanish comimander, Yas
finally and definitely refused Gen. Bhafter's
proposal for an unconditional surrender,
and the American army now only awaits
the word to begin the final struggle. Just
when the attack will be made depends
upon the time which will ensue before Gen,
Randolph can land his batterles at the
front, as it is definitely settled that the for-
ward movement will not begin until the
army is fully backed up by the big guns,
the absence of which cost so many lives
during the previous engagement, Gen. Ran-
dolph’'s movement began early this morning,
but to-night, out of 10 batteries, only one
of four guns had succeeded in making its
way over the almost impassable trall to
the trenches at the front. This, with the
four batteries already there, is not consld-
ered by the American commander as suf-
ficlent, and probably 24 hours more will
elapse before the general engagement be-
gins,

Shafter’'s Final Proposal.

Gen. Shafter’s second and last proposal to
surrender was sent into Santiago at noon
yesterday, It went In the form of a terse
note, in which the general pointed out the
hoplessness of the Spanish position, sur-
rounded by the American troops, and cut
off from reinforcements, and without means
to combat our fleet, which can hurl shells
by the hundred Into any part of the
city. Undir conditional surrender it was
declared, were the only terms to be consld-
ered, and only prompt acceptance of these
terms could ‘save the Spanish forces and
innocent citizens from awful slaughter.

The firing, which has been going on at
intervals since Sunday afternoon, was
ordered stopped when the flag of truce
started for the Spanish lines, and has not
been resumed since.  No attention wus
pald # Gen. Shafter's communication, until
shortly after 8 o’clock this morning, when
a reply came under a flag of truce, Gea.
Toral was as brief as his foe, saying in ef-
fect, that If the Americans wanted Santiago
they could come and get it.

Planting Guns for Action.

Toral declared unconditional surrender to
be entirely beyond reason and  possibility,
and expressed himself as ready to meet an
attack at any time the invading army saw
fit to make one, Gen. Shafter accepted the
reply as final, and although no firing was
ordered, he immediately began preparations
for the coming struggle. Gen. Randolph’s
10 light batteries were ordered rushed
from the landing place at Juragua, and a
change In the lines was made. Gen. Law-
ton’s entire diision was moved to the
northward a mile and a half, his extreme
right being placed at Caimen, on the bor-
der of the harbor, This movement places
the American forces in a semi-zircle entire-
ly surrounding Santlago, and cutting off
the retreat of the Spaniards except by
water, as our flanks rest at the water's
edge. The late arrivals of volunteers came
up from Juragua and the 1st Illinois
Regiment, the 80th Ohlo and the regiment
from the District of Columbia were lo-
cated in the trenches vacated by Lawton's
men. Hines' battery was swung around

Montreal Arrests Followed by Others In Manchester
and Boston—Stolen Bills Found on the Prisoners.

Montreal, July 13.—The detection of the
parties counected with the Napanee bank
robbery is the one tople of conversation n
police and detective circles. Foilowing the
sudden disappearance of Chlef Carpenter
yesterday, an even closer watch was placed
on the prisoner, Caroline Pare, who, it was
suspected, would make an effort to com-
municate with parties outside,

In cqmpany with the Pinkerton detective,
Chief Carpenter, it was hinted, had left the
city for the American side, but parties who
should know said this morning that his
work for the last few days has been alto-
gether in the eity, and it is supposed he
has used this blind to give a sense of faise

security to the accomplices, who are locat-
ed here. The chief actors of the gang are
believed, however, to be In Quebec, [0
which the accused woman, when warned,
attempted to escape.

The American detective, a local detective
and the chief himself feft the city this
morning on & flylng visit to Quebee, where
it I8 expected the remainder of the gang
will be captured, From Quebec it is learn-
ed the prlnct{ml details of“the robbery are
being worked up by the detectives there,
and the most important witnesses, four in
number, as well as several.prisoners, will
come from that city.

Another Capture at Boston.

By the artest of Caroline Saucier in Mort-
real dast Thursday, followed by ‘that of Ed-
ward Pare, her brother, in Manchester, N,
H., on Satyrday, and, finally, by that of
Willam Henry Holden, in Boston. to-day,
it is believed that the partie¥ who were
concerned in the robbery of the Dominion
Bank at Napanee, on Aug. 28, 1897, have
at last been apprehended. In the possess-
fon of all three of the persons arrested were
found bills stolen from the bank, but of
the $38,000 taken less thgn one-third has
as yet been recovered. A greater part of
this money is in Dominion Bank bills, $10,-
000 of which was stolen, with the signature
of the cashier missing, but on the bills the
signature is forged.

The balance of the Dominion bills have
been put in circulation in Canada and this
country, and are constantly turning up. The
robbery of the Bank of Napanee occurred
on the night of Aug. 27, and strong boxes
containing the money were forced and $33,-
000 in bills taken.

Of this amount $23,000 avas in Canadian
coin and bi's, and American gold, while
fhe balance was in nnsigned Dominion $10
bills. ' For a long time there was no ciue
to the robbery, but the appearance In April

of $10 Dominion bllls with the forged sig-

nature in various pargs of the country and
Canada started officérs at work, and a part
of the bills turned up in Montreal and
Manchester, N.H., and, after a month or
more hard work Caroline.Saucler was ar-
rested. In her possession were found 103
of the Dominion bills. It was learned that
the Saucler woman has a brother named

Edward Pare, alias Leo A. Belanger, allas
Howard, living in Manchester, N.H.
Officers, before the arrest in Montreal,
had already shadowed Pare in Manchester,
and ascertained and learned that he was
in the habit of making deposits in the
First National Bank of $50 to $100 a day,
and in each deposit was mixed one or two
of the Dominion bills with the forged sig-
nature. Pare was arrested early on July
9, in his house. He refused to make any
stateinent, and denied all knowledge of the
robbery.
Tried to Burn the Bills,

In the frame of a tool chest 95 bills were
found, and of these 57 had forged signa-
tures. * By some means, an associate of
Pare’s, W, H. Holden, was traced to Rox-
bury, this city, and to-day, after dn all-day
wait in the rain, the officers arrested him.

In the room at the time were his wife and
daughter. Mrs, Holden denied having ever
seen the bills, but the officers caught the
daughter throwing the roll into the fire.
This roll was saved. and 19 charred bills
are the result, Holden fought the officers
but was finaliy locked up. Both men will
resist extradition. 5
