All our advices are that the winter wheat 
crop will be a very small 6ue, 
and on .every fair recession ln price» wheat 
Is a good purchase.

Corn and Oats—Were firm all day and 
closed at about top price*.

Provisions—(Julet and firm. Pork should 
be a purchase around present prices.

York County Council.
The York County Council continued their 

June session at the Court Honac yesterday, 
when the chief discussion of the day wa* 
one In reference to a petition from the 
Houth York Teachers' Association, asking 
the council to rescind their motion of Janu­
ary loot, which had for Its object the abo­
lition of promotion examinations through­
out the Houth York Inspectorate. North 
York abolished the system of promotion 
examinations about four years ago, but the 
teacher* In Hoixth York, who have adopted 
a system which has proved very satisfac­
tory, are, with but one or two exceptions, 
very much opposed to adopting a system 
which has no uniformity. This fact wns 
testified to.

After argument on both sides, the council 
adhered to their resolution of January, and 
refused the request of the teachers.

The Insnectors of North and Houth York 
riad their reports, which were of a formal 
character. Inspector Fotherlnghnm tinted 
that In Houth York *36,634 had been spent 
In salaries during last rear, and *59,221 had 
been spent by the nchools of the county. 
Including maps, globes, etc. There were 42 
male teachers and 06 female teachers In 
(he Inspectorate, and the average salary of 
males had been *431.47, and of females 
*286.05. These salaries averaged the low­
est In the past eight years, and he trusted 
rock-bottom mark had been reached, and a 
true appreciation of the services rendered 
by teachers would be recognized In future. 
The school population Is 8305, and there has 
been an average attendance of 3370.

In North York the teachers' salaries have 
been even less than In Houth York, the 
average for males being *410, and females 
*260. Inspector Dnvldson's report was 
largely a recommendation to Introduce the 
teaching of civics or the study of the rela­
tion of one person to another In the Hlnte, 
and the varions obligations that arise out 
of these relations. Mr. Davidson said that 
children should be taught how to live, rath­
er than to he Impressed with the mechani­
cal side of education, In being continually 
urged townrds passing examinations.
