TWO INFORMATIONS SWORN OUT

His Attormey Claims Withdrawing
the (fw‘e Before Judge Mor-
san Disposed of the Case.

Crown Attorney Curry, who is acting
for the State of Massachusetts in the
Clark extradition casg, on Monday
swore to two informations against G.
