The tollm‘vlng letter has been sent
by the Single Tax Association -of To-
ronto to the members of the Dominion
government :

The rapid development of the North-
west with its ‘enormous increase in
the production of grain has made the
construction of a new Pacific Rail-
way necessary to relieve the traffic
congestion and to facilitate the open=
ing up and settling of that part of
the Dominion.

In response .to this need the Grand
;Trunk‘ Railway 'is proposing to build
a line, and is asking for government

,ald in the shape of money or lands.
, We most emphatically proest
against granting any further aid to
| private corporations for any such
purpose, and urge the government to
wonstru¢t the road as @ national
‘work.

In order to do so without unduly
{burdening the country, we respect~
fully suggest the following plan : Let
la strip of land fifteen or twenty miles

‘road be reserved for the purpose of
building the road, and let the govern-
ment borrow the 'money upon land
bonds redeemable by the sale or leas-
ing of these lands, Let the govern-
ment lay out all the town sites, selling
or leasing town lots to actual improv-
ers only and farm lands to settlers
only; the price of lands being, of
course, graded according ta the ad-
vantages of location.
