‘Detacﬁ:nent of Regulars Sleep Un-
der Arms and Do Other Actiyo v
Service Stunts.

GLACE BAY, N.8., July 19.—(Spe-
clal.)—One good result of the calling
of the troops to Glace Bay has been
‘that the five hundred men of the Hali-
fax garrison now doing duty here are
receiving a training that they would
not get under :other circumstances’
lapart ‘from actual war. For over .a
‘week now the men have been living
‘under active service conditions,
side of warfare there is absolutely
mnothing that could smarten them. up
as well as the conditions that they now
live under and when they finally retuin
to Halifax they will be in better shape
‘than any amount of ordinary garrisun
‘or camp duty could put them In.

It has been a succession of night
patrol duty. At the different collleries
jstrong detachments are continuously
on duty after dark and as much zeal
‘has been thrown into the work as If 4
Fhostile force were assalling Glace Bay.

The force lIs split up into a number
of small garrisons. At headquarteis
on Table Head, the *main body, about
two hundred and fifty in number, are
encamped. At Dominion No. 6, the
most Isolated of all the mines, there
is a strong detachment of Infantry.
The fifty engineers garrison are at No.
3. At Caledonla there Is a detachment
of Afty artillerymen and another de-
tachment of twenty-five Is stationed at
Bridgeport. At Dominion No, 1, there
{s an infantry garrison And all the rest
of the troops are at the headquarters
from which the guards for Dominfon
No. 2 and Dominion No. 7 are supplied.
The men stationed at No. 1 and Bridge-
port are more directly under. the eye
of the headquarters staff than any o.
the other detachments and in conse-
quénce these outside places are thrown
somewhat more on their own resources,

Turn Out at 400 A.M. 3

i At four o'clock each morning  the
troops stand to arms. Patrols are out
&all night watching the “danger points”
of each fort, for such the collleries are
to the milltary men and as the morning
comes along the entire force is turned
out ready for any eventualities that
may arise, Beteween flve and sevén
o'clock strong guards are placed on all
the roads leading to the various pits,
For two hours they march up and down
the streets whereby the men who are
still working come to the various
mines and again in the afternoon they
‘are turned out In case of any demen-
stration as the men leave the pits.
Altho everything has been absolutely
qulet since they arrived on the scene,
there has been no relaxation in the vig-
flance of the officérs in charge and
they are taking the opportunity to put
the men thru a stiff course of training
undeér. conditions 'that simulate war-
fare as much as possibly can be with«~
out actual hostilities, ’

The arrangements at the different
Leollieries from a strategic view-point
are admirable, The only gaps in the
pine stockades which surround each
mine are where -the rallroad enters
and here double sentries are posted.
Alarm signals are rigged up so that
the guards can be turned out at an
instant’s notice and the officers are on
rounds all night snatching what sleep
they get in the mornings. The system
of railroad by which every mine is con-
nected makes Glace Bay an admirable
place. to defend and many an eager of -
ficer. has sighed for a chance to hold
such an excellent protected place
againft an enemy.

Sleep in Their Duds.

For turning out efficient soldlers it
would be a great thing In the opin-
fon of many of the officers if they
could have a strike every year. It has
been impressed on the men that they
are living under war conditions and all
enter into the spirit of the thing heart-
fly. Some of the officers carry the ldea
go far that the men sleep at night In
their clothes with their arms at their
gide ready for a sudden call. On the
first two or three nights several of the
garrisons, practically all In fact, were
turned out two or three times, but. in
each case It was a false alarm,

The only complaint is that there Is
nothing but guard duty to do, and
now the time Is beginning to get very
monotonous to the men, There is not
enough ‘‘fatigue” to keep the men em-
ployed. All the offfcers have. done
everything: In their power to make
their men comfortable, but the unceas
ing patrol duty is now becoming wear}-
some. At practically all the forts can-
teens of a sort have been fitted up.
