LONDON, March 7.—(1.32 a.m.).—Re-
p&rts received from Lincolnshire say that
two Zeppelins passed over that county
Sunday night, but no bombs were drop-
ped.

LONDON. March 6.—Under cover of
an intense supporli\ng firc of their fleet,
the Russians landed a force on the coast
of the Black Sea a few miles east of the
Turkish seaport of Trebizond and occu-
pied the Town of Atina, Saturday morn-
ing. This expedition deployed rapidly
southward and forced the Turks to
evacuate strong natural positions on the
coast after a sharp action. The Turks
finished the fighting by fleeing, a‘nd the
Russians took two officers and 280 men
prisoner. They also captured two guns
and a quantity of artillery ammunition,
rifle cartridges, and small arms.

Detachments of the Russians, pursuing
the Turks, occupied the Village of Ma-
prava on Sunday. This place is midway
between Atina and Riza, on the road to
Trebizond. Z

and have opened a road for their main
coastal army to advance.

Party Lines Disregarded in
Debate on Stevens' Pro-
hibition Resolution.

TO ASSIST PROVINCES?

Government May Prevent
Shipments Into “Dry”
Territory.

By a Staff Reporter.
OTTAWA, Ont, March 6. — The

house of commons today debated the
subject of federal prohibition. The
resolutions dealing with this subject
have been standing upon the order
paper since‘the beginning of the ses-
sion. One offered by Mr. Stevens, the
Conservative member for Vancouver,
urged that in view of the “economic
situation created by the war, it was
desirable to prohibit the manufacture,
sale and importation of intoxicating
liquor. The other offered by Mr.
Hughes, the Liberal member for Kings,
P.El, called upon the house to secure
an‘amendment to the B.N.A. Act which
would authorize any province to pro-
hibit the manufacture and importation
of intoxicating liqucr.

it had been generally understood
that the two resolutions would be con-
sidered together, but the Stevens’ reso-
lution was the one which today occu-
pied the \&tention of the house. Mr.
Stevens, in presenting his resolution,
suggested that prohibitory legislation
might be limited to the war and the
period of reconstruction following -the
war. Mr. Thomson (QuAppelle), who
supported the resolution, suggested as
an alternative federal legislation to
implement provincial prohibition,

May Accept Amendment,

It was rumored during the day that

No amendment, however, was offer-
ied, and at midnight the debate was
i adjourned until some day to be agreed

upon next week, None of the party
l leaders on either side took part in to-
| day’s discussion, and most of the
| speeches delivered were frankly for
prohibition without any suggestion of
 compromise. They came from both
gides of the house, being delivered by
Messrs. Stevens, Thomson {Qu'Ap-
pelle), Thornton (Durham), Wright
(Muskoka), and Hon, Charles Marcil.
The outspoken opponents of prohibi-
tion were: W. G. Weichel, the Con-
servative member for North Water-
loo, and L. J. Gauthier. the Liberal
member for St. Hyacinthe.'
A. A. McLean (Queen’s, P.E.L) mov-
ed the adjournment of the debate.

SHOAL PROVED DEADLY

Fewer Than One Hundred
and Fifty Persons Are Re-
ported Saved.

NEW YORK, March 6.—It is believ-

ed that more than 400 lives were lost
in the wreck of the Spanish steamer
Principe de Asturias off the Brazilian
coast on Sunday.

A Rio Janeiro despatch estimates
the probable loss of life at about 400,
while a cable to Lloyds of London,
from Santos, Brazil, says that 338 pas-
sengers and 107 members of the crew,
a total of 445 persons, are missing.
Fifty-seven passengers and 86 of the
crew, a total of 143 persons, have been
brought to Santos, about 240 miles
southwest of Rio de Janeiro, by the
French steamer Viga.

HUNS READY FOR DASH

London in State of Expectancy
as Result of Persistent
Rumors.

LONDON, March 6, 6.20 p.n.—Cer=~
tain somewhat vague but persistent
rumors which have been circulated
here for several days by word of
mouth regarding the North Sea war
zone have created a state of expect-
ancy among Londoners, This expect-
ancy has been heighténed by receipt
of despatches from Scandinavia today
predicting that a battle between Bri-
tish and Russian and German war-
ghips is not far distant.

Russian torpedo boats are reported
to have been seen near the Islahd of
Oland, Sweden, in the Baltic Sea and
half a dozen German submarines have
been observed off Oxelsund, on the
Baltic to the south of Stockholm.

_ The general opinion in Scandinavia
is said to be that Great Britain apd
Russia will intercept German sailings
to Sweden as soon.as the -ice has
melted, ~The ice already has partly
brokén up and thus rendered it easy
for forcing. Naval experts have ex-
pressed the opinion privately for sev-
eral days that the Germans are pre-
paring to venture out and, that im-
portant events are pending. As to
whether the British officials believe
this, obviously nothing is known.

Scarcity of Food, Rioting and
Anti-German Feeling Pre-
vail in Cities.

LONDON, March 7.—The morning
newspapers today continue to devote
a-large amount of space to considera-
tion of the situation in Turkey, where
the English correspondents believe a
movement for a separate peace: |is
rapidly gaining impetus with the
sanction of the Mohammedan priests
and other influential personages.

Most of the despatches printed today
are based on the testimony of refu-
gees, and there is little direct evi-
dence produced in them to sustain the
sensational stories sent from Athens,
Caire, Saloniki and other near eastern
cities. The Daily Express publishes
under the heading “The Break Up of
Turkey,” a symposium of despatches
dealing with the alleged growth of a
revolutionary movement in various
parts of Turkey.

The Daily News has a similar group
of despatches, headed “The Turkish
Crisis,” dealing particularly with a
scarcity of food, rioting and anti-
German feeling in Turkish cities.

SWISS ARE REASSURED

SKY WAS LIGHTED UP

But It Was Only the Reflec-
tion From Flickering

Trolley Wires.

Loving wives, mothers and sisters
stood at their windows for hours last
night wondering whether husbands,
sons and brothers would get home
safely thru the storm. Steag shrivel-
ed in ovens and tea boiled on stoves.

“The dinner will be spoiled,” said
more than one woman, as she waited
patiently for her man to put in an
appearance. “The cars must be tied
up all over the’ city,” was .another
thought uppermost in the minds of
women who had spent an hour or so
getting supper ready for their tired
husbands’ to eat.

At one house, after waiting for an
hour or more, the house wife saw her
husband struggling along against the
wind and sleet, face down and shoul-
ders to the fore. She opened the door
and Jet him in,. - . .. -

“Did you see the lightning and hear
the thunder?” was the first question’
he asked his wife.

“Thunder and lightning in a snow
storm in March?” retorted his wife.

“Yes, thunder and lightning | in a
snowstorm in March. If you don’t be-
lieve it call up one of the newspapers
and find out,” was the reply.

“Well,” replied the wife, “all I can
say is that the sooner weé have pro-
hibition the better. Go eat your din-
ner, it’s nearly spoiled. Thunder and
lightning in a snowstorm in March.”

It Was All Right. :

But there was thunder and lightning
just the same. It came at six v'clock
while the wind was blowing 44 miles
an hour and the snow was falling at
the rate of 3.5 inches for the after-
noon. It astonished everyone who saw
or heard it. For many it was the first
of that kind of experience. But no
sooner had everyone started talking
about it than some wise one remember-
ed a day ’'steen years or so ago, that
there was thunder and lightning on a
certain date in the middle of the cold-
est winter in forty years. There al-
ways are people like that.

But it was some storm. It com-
menced about noéon, and by two o'clock
had developed into a regular blizzard.
The wind, while blowing only_ 44

miles an hour at its greatest velocity,
was curling papers, hat8 and what-
not all around the streets. Cars either
were stalled or were going about us
slow as it was possible for a car to zo
and keep moving, while motor cars
skidded «11 over the streets. Trains
were reported from half an hour to sixc
hours late, and the dpwnwwn restaur-
ants did a land office business on ac~
count of the difficulty of getting to th
outlying portions of the city. The li
of street car delays is almost as long '
as your arm.

The flash of lightning and peal of
thunder came along ‘about 6 o’clock.
At about three seconds after six the:
telephones in The World office started
to ring. From then till midnight there
was no let up. A good many bets were
won and lost during the evening.

iLights in the Sky.

Then anout 10 o'clock the enqglries
took another form. ‘‘What is the re-
flection in the sky?” was asked by
scores of people. The official sky-
gazer employed by The World went up
to the roof to get an unobstructed view
of the clouds.

In different sections all over *he city
he could see blue lights. His eye
could follow the reflections alongz
streets for blocks. He couldn’t figure
it out. He got the second assistant
sky-gazer and together they fathomcd
the mystery.
