‘Hamilton, Dec. 12.— Realizing the
seriousness of the present situation,
the members of the board of control
held a special session Saturday af-
ternoon’ to discuss unemployment
here, and decided to immediatgly set
adide a fund of $10,000.to assist the
men who could not find work. Half
the old Scott barracks will be open-
ed for accommodation for them, and
arrangements are to be made to have

all city work start immediately. The
controllers unanimously  agreed to
support the unemployed of this city,
but no arrangements as to the Ppay-
ing out of the money was made. It
will be considered shortly, it was
stated.
To Urge Ottawa.

The controllers decided to urge the
Dominion government to make a start
on the new postoffice here. The
gfound is now ready,foerperations,
and there should be ‘no delay. The
city will start some of its work in
Homeside and on the Ken.lwqrth
sewer Monday mornipg. The assist-
ahce of the Ontario government will
be requested to help out the men. In
this connection the board appointed
Controllers  Aitchison and Juttén,
George C. Coppley and Rev. S, Banks
Nelson to interview Premier Drux‘y
on Wednesday. The board will go

g Homes for Unemployed.

‘Controllers Davig and O'Heir were
appointed to work with the board of
health to carry .out the plans of
making the old Scott barracks suit-
able for homes for the unemployed.
Controller Davis is chairman of the
beard of health., It will only be a
féw days befare these buildinks are
started, it was stated, The unem-
pioyed interviewed by The World to-
night expressed approval of these
plang and are grateful to the city
for its assistance. The men do not
seek charity, and are willing to work;
but there is nothing for them to do
at present; altho millions of dollars
worth of work could be started.

C.. Jones of St. Louis.

The committee submitted two tentative
ugreements, one between the Nationa
and American L.eagues and the other be-

“tween the two major leagues and the Na-
tional Association of Professional Base-
ball Leagues, the minor league organiza-
tion.

Actlon on the agreement between the
two major leagues will be taken at thei:
anrual meetings, that of the Nationa
League -on Tuesday in this city and the
American L.eague at Chicago Friday. The
agreement between the major leagues
and the minor league associations will be
acted upon in a referendum and will be
submitted to each of the 27 leagues in
the association. The latter will hold a
meeting at Chicago on January 10 to
take final actiorza'{a.n association, and
on” January 12 there will be a joint rati-
fication meeting "at Chicago to be par-
ticipated in by the National and Ameri-
can Leagues and the National Assocla-
tlon.

The most important controversial point
in the proposed agreement between the
malqr leagues and the minors was that
relating to the drafting of players from
one league by angther @f higher classi-
ication,”” The point was mnot definitely
cettled ; by’ the committees, because of
the known opposition of the American
Assocjation and the International League
to the restoration of the draft. Some
class..

The American Assoclation and the In-
ternational League, it is said, would have
no objection to a draft provision, if the
price’ for players so taken by the major
lragup clubs, is fixed at $7500. It is
understood the mdjor leagues are willing
to_make the price $5,000.

In order to make progress toward the
completion of the new agreement, the
Joint committee accepted a provision that
the draft be optional, The clause would
permit 'the drafting of playvers by the
major ‘leagues only from those lower
leagues that favor such operation, but
any minor leagues that rejects the pro-
position will not be -permitted to draf:
players from leagues of lower classifica
tion. . Thus if the American Association
and the ‘International League continue
thelr .opposition to the draft they will
be' prohibited from drafting players from

In addition, that for seven years the
three prairie provinces had been given
an Increased inderanity, paid by the
whole Dominjon, in lieu of its natural
regsources and therefore these resources
should be admin.stered for the benefit
of the Dominion. In rebuttal the prairie
premiers claimed that millions had been
alierna‘ted from their heritage for federal
Pu poses, more than enough to pay pur-
chase price,” administrat.on and increas-
ed indemnities, and that the new pro-
vinces should at least receive the re-
mainder also in the -division of this ter-
rRory, Both Ontario and Qttébec had
received large accessions to their al-
ready great areag, But then, there were
the Maritime Provinces, which had re-
ceived nothing and paid their share of
purchase price, and increased indemni-
ties. How these provinces are to be
reccmpensed is the great problem.

Westerners Not a Unit.

But the three western provinces are
not a unit in their demands. Control of
waters, provincial, international and
interprovincial, is a great problem. on
which they cannot agree. Then there is
the question of immigration and coloniza-
tion. Are we to have this important
question left to the provinces and our
federal system abolished and four or five
provincial systems with all the.r inef-
ficiency, Jjealousies ‘and duplication sub-
stituted? The real facts are the question
is not an issue in the west. In Premier
Mefghen’s recent tour it was never rais-
ed. Sir Robert Borden fought for pro-
vincial rights in 1905, and in the elections
of 1008 and ‘1911 did not receive any sup—
port from the prairie provinces for his
lattle in the interests of that section.
Then again the business interests of the
prairie are opposed to provineial con-
trol with the corrupt patronage systems
in vogue in those provinces. Nor do
“hey want such control as will make for
variegated, wasteful administration in
three provinces similar in every respect.

Is a Political Issue.

It is a political issue and in political
doldrums Liberal politicians revert to it
for something better and declaim about
“our great heritage alienated from us by
eastern interests.’”” No pne takes them
seriously, as they were all parties to
the allenation and all' were rewarded
politically in the betrayal.

So the three premiers will arrive Wed-
nesday and in all apparent seriousness
will present the demands they denounc-
ed when their fulfiiment was possible
and practicable. Hon. Arthur Meighen,
Hon. J. A. Calder and Hon. A. L. Sif.
ton will receive them with the same

London, "Dec. ' 12.—The Russian. soviet
government has suddenly taken part in
the Ureek troubles by sending a strong’
note of, protest to Great Britain, France
and Italy, against their " “brutal inter-
ference in the affairs of the Hellenic
people,” according to a Moscow despatch
to The Daily Herald. X

The soviet does noc¢ threatzn any action
on behalf of Greece, bu tit predicts that
the Gireek laboring masses ‘“soon will
free themselves from the unsolicited
tutorship of imperialist powers.”

M. Tchitcherin, the Bolshevik foreign
minister, in a note as quoted hy The
Herald, says the soviet government has
lcarned that Great Britain, France and
ltaly have warned the. Hellenic govern-
ment that in the event of the resioration
ni K.ng Constantine they will take re-
prisals against Greece, presumably in.the
shagle of a diplomatic boycotg. an eco-
nomie blockade or other punitive mea-
sures.”

“The Soviet has no sympathy with
monarch.es or kings,’ Tchitcher'n is
reported @as ‘saying, “but it has a
good deal with a people which, hike
its own, has resolved, tho in an in-
adequate manner, against the policy
of war for conquest imposed upon it
by an .imperialist regime with the aid
of foreign bayonets,

“The Russian government, there-
fore, while. utterly repudiating the
f)raditions of the late czardom in us-
.ng Russia’s posi'tion as one of the
three protecting powers in Greece,
and oorrespondingly denoqncing sim-
lar practices in Greece by Great
Efritain and France, nevertheless, in
the name and principle of the right
of every nation to determine its own
political administration and select its
rulers, protests in the strongest man-
ner possible against the brutal act of
interference with the internal affairs
of the .Hellenic people now comm:tied
by the allied governments.

“The Soviet government is firmly
convinced that the day is not far dis-
tant when the Ilaboring masses of
Greece will, of their own free will,
find a means to free -themselves.”
