Famous Drama at Grand,

BELONCS TO PAST

Mayor Says Toronto Is on
Verge of Period of

Development.

Virtually . every candidate for mu-
nicipal honors who spoke last night
at the Ward Two Consegyative As-
sociation meeting, held in inchester
Hall, dwelt to some extent on the
proposed radial and power clean-up
by the city during the coming year.
Alzo without exception they express-
ed themselves as favoring the seheme
in every detail as outlined by Sir
Adam Beck. ! ]

Mayor Church stated that he ha'd
been behind Beck and his public
ownérship of public utilities .policy
ever since it  was 'conceived, and that
he  had fought Shoulder to shoulder
with - the hydro knight thru all thé
obstacles  which had blocked the en-
terprise’s way. That everyone pres-
ent was aware of the mayor’s posi-
tion was evident by the hearty cheers
which greeted his remarks.

“Toronto is now standing on. the
threshold of .a new era of unparalleled
prosperity,” said his worship. *“When
we have finally completed this big
electrical clean-up and the power deé-
velopment scheme at Chippawa in
operation, this unemployment situation
will vanish and Toronto will look for-
ward to a bright future. Industries
have been driven away from Toronto
by the power shortage, but very soon
there will he no shortage and these'
industries will come flocking back.
He added that he greatly favored the
protective tariff. !

Not -Parsimonious.

In referring to the differences of
opinion existing between himself and
certain members of the board of edu-
cation, he said that it was too bad that
they could not get together on the mat-
ter. “The taxpayers have never beex'l'
parsimonious ‘with the school board,
he declared, “and we are ready to do
everything within reason that we can
to relieve the sitnation. We realize
that there is - a pressing lack of accom-
modation for school ch.ildren, and the
city authorities: are going 't'o do their
best to remedy the matter. !

He concluded by urging that only
two interests actuated him in asking
a fifth term and that neither of them
were selfish. I have striven to pro-
cure more power and 1ight for To-
ronto and to relieve its citizens from
transportation slavery, and when I
have seen that accomplished I wﬂ'!
withdraw from the field yoluntarily.

In referring to the board of edu-
cation ‘expenditures, ex-Ald. H. H.
Ball, candidate for the board of con-
trol, said that this was no -time for
big expenditure of money on things
which could be done without for a
time. “I beélleve in a sane system of
expending the taxpayers’ money,” he
said, “and I think that we should at-
tend to and rebuild or remodel the old
schools of the city where the situa-
tion is most acute before spending
hugé sums for expensive new schools.
We all realize that something must be
