tion of the army is terminated by the
middle of*August, but the first of Sep-
tember is the more conservative guess.
Approximately 950,000 men must be dis-
charged, and nearly 500,000 of these are
in France. It will require at least six
weeks to complete the transportation of
emergency men, but demobilization will
follow quickly the arrival of the trans-
ports in American ports.

The president need not mention pro-
hibition in his demobilization proclama-
tion; the War-time Prohibition Act dies
immediately upon its issuance, and dis-
tilleries, breweries, wineries and saloons
can open in “wet” térritory and run full
blast until the prohibition amendment to
the constitution goes into effect in Janu-
ary.
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
