London, Feb, 26—The Commonwealth
authorities in London, issued this morn-
ing the text of an important statement
made recently by Senator Pearce, Austra-
lian minister of defence, on the question
of imperial defence.

REPRESENTATION NOT
‘OF SUCH IMPORTANCE

Hon. Mr. Pearce explains that the Au-
stralian government attaches no import-
ance to its being represented on the Im-
perial Defence Committee, because it is of
‘e purely advisory character. Australia
was concerned in questions of policy rather
than administration. ]

He. then refers to the decisions arrived
at thelast Imperial Conference, when
Canada and Australia adopted a fleet unit
scheme, and says the Australian agree-
ment is the only one that has been car-
ried out. Therefore it becomes necessary
for Canada and New Zealand either to
carry out the schemes adopted by the 1909
conference or propose some others to take
their places.

He could not say whether there was any
truth in the reports tha the admiralty au-
thorities had been parties to the suppres-
sion of the Canadian naval scheme and
the substitution of contributed dread-

noughts and an annual subsidy on the New
Zealand plan in preference to that of the
creation of separate colonial naval units.
He said “We have not bgen given any
hint either by the British government or
the admiralty, that they have changed
their minds.

ADMIRALTY PROPOSED
THE FLEET UNIT PLAN

“In regard to the wisdom of the agree-
ment with Australia, that agreement, I
may say, originated with the admiralty
scheme for a fleet unit and did not origi-
nate with the Australian government of
the day or with the representatives at the
conference.

The minister concludes by saying that
his government was of the opinion it
would be advantageous to the empire as a
whole if Australia, Canada, and New
Zealand could see their way to come to
an agreement as to the defence of British
interests in the Pacific. ‘

“fOur policy is known and has the ap-
proval of the admiralty, It can be ad-
Justed to meet any development in Can-
adian and New Zealand naval policies, We
are hopeful the three countries may yet fall
into line for the purpose of promoting this
union of action.”

The Vancuuver naval conference is be-
ing considered by the imperial authorities.

As the mafter will be affected by
the building and fire laws the matter was
referred to the co;nmissioner of public
safety.

Although disappointed by the fail-
ure of the congress to support his posi-
tion, Governor Jose Maria Maytorena has
not tendered his resignation.

their deaths would prove of benefit to tne
Mexican nation.

San Luis, Dec Potosi, Mexico, Feb. 26—
General Benjamin Argumedo, one of the
most active leaders of the Orozeco forces
with 1,000 of his followers, was now at
falines near here, yesterday, treating with
representatives of the new administration.
Rebel bands were reported to be operating
along the railroad to Tampico. They
practically controlled the line.

News of the occur-
rences in the federal capital is received
with apathy by the population.

PLACES T0 B SERVED

Provisions For Care of Streets and
Roads—The.Matter of Power
and That of Fares in Streets
Where the Cats Now Run!

In the bill to incorporate the St. John
Suburban Railway Company the appli-
cants pnamed are John R. Graham and

Henry W. Cushman of Bangor, Maine;
Manning W. Doherty, Cyrus F. Inches and
D. King Hazen of St. John. Mr, Graham
is one of the principal etreet railway men
of the United States with extensive inter-
este in Maine and Massachusetts as well
as in other parts of the country. Mr. Cush-
man, who is president of the Merrill Trust
Company, is a well known financier.

The company ie to be capitalized at
$950,000 in shares of $100 each. Some of the
powers asked for are described in the fol-
lowing paraghaphs:

The company is empowered to construct
and use a railway or railways with single
or double tracks from a point or points
at or near to the Suspension bridge in
the parish of Lancaster in the city and
county of St. John or at or near to the
city line separating the said parish from
the city of St. John to a point or points
in the parish of Westfield in the county
of Kings; also from such point or points
in the parish of Lancaster aforesaid to or
near to Spruce Lake in said parish; also
from a point on the Marsh road in the
parish of Simonds near to the boundary
of the city of 8t. John to a point or points
in the parish of Rothesay and for such
purpose to comnstruct such railway over
and upon such streets, roads, highways
and bridges in the said parishes of Lan-
caster, Westfield, 8imonds- and Rothesay
as_may be. agreed upon between the re-
spective highway boardg of the said par-
ishes and the said company.

Such highway boards shall have full pow-
er to grant or refuse such permission; to
fix the compensation therefor; to regulate
the kind of rail which ehall be used, the
placing and painting-of poles, the string-
ing of wires and generally all matters con-
nected with the location and construction
of the said railway. In case it ehall be
necessary to cross any bridge erected or
maintained by the department of public
works of the province, the chief commis-
sioner may impose such terms as he shall
deem reasonable.. The said company is
hereby further authorized to acquire, es-
tablish and operate in connection with
their said railway or railways, hotels, parks
and _other places of public resort and to
provide therein for such places of amuse-
ment and forms of recreation as are usu-
a._l]y_ enjoyed in conmection with parks and
similar places of public resort.

Operating Power |

The said railway may be operated by |
electricity, gasoline, steam or other motive!
power which shall be approved by the said
respective highway boards.

The position, placing and laying down
of the several railway tracks shall be done
80 as not to interfere with the ordinary
traffic upon and over the streets and high-
ways where the same may be laid, the rails
to be of such pattern and description as
the respective highway boards may from
tl{ne to time approve, and be laid level
with the surface of the street or highway
and shall be laid and placed to the eatis-
faction of such person as may be appoint-
ed by such highway board or other au-
thorized authority in charge of the high-
ways of the said parishes.

The company shall be bound to put the

For the last two weeks these attacks
have become lese frequent and since Thurs-
day he has had no delusions of any de-
ecription, so far as the nurses are aware.
His interest in the affairs of the outside
world increases daily and he is reading
the newspapers more than ever now.

GREAT EXPLOSION
O POWDER; MANY
AILLED OR WOUNDED

Scene of Death in Spanish Harbor
Woerks--Whole Families Mowed

Gijon, Spain, Feb. 26—Upwards of 200
people were killed or wounded by the
ill-timed explosion of a charge of 7,000
pounds of black powder, which had been
laid yesterday by the engineers in charge
of the new harbor works, with the ob-
Ject of razing an enormous block of rock.

An immense concourse of townspeople
had gathered to witness the demolition
of the hill geparating Gijon from the coal-
ing harbor of Musel, a mile and a half
distant.

When the explosion occurred, instead
of the rock being blasted, hundreds of
tons of clay and small stones were hurled
like artillery projectiles among the as-
sembled spectators. Whole families were
mowed down as well as many of the en-
gineers and municipal officials. Twenty-
four bodies have been recovered, but it is
considered certain that the fatalities will
far exceed this number.
