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NLL TRAIN REFORMERS
T0 KILL WHITE SLAVERY

Washington, April 26—“White elavery”
is to be fought through the education
of trained reformers, according to a plan
on foot for the establishment here of a
echool of social welfare work. Under
the direction of Stanley M. Finch, speci-
al commissioner of the department of jus-
tice for suppression of the white slave
traffic, a campaign wag started here to
enroll about 100 students before the school
is formally organized next month. It is
proposed that the school will serve ag a
model for othérs and that the education-
al movement will spread to cities through-
out the United States.

The idea was born as the result of a
church lecture by Mr. Finch on the white

slave evil. It was the first time Mr.
Finch said that he publicly advocated such
2 means of overcoming the traffic.

He said, however, that he had given
much thought to the subject and had be-
come convinced that the systematic work
was necessary to make headway in the cru-
sade, In addition to the educational fea-
tureg of the proposed school it-will conduct
lecture courses. Mr. Finch volunteered to
serve at the head of such a lecture bur-
eau and to enlist the services of speakers
of national reputation.

Railway Completed Two Or
Three Years Hence

ANIMALS RESENT INVASION

Elephant Derails Locomotive and
Lion Makes Attack en The
Iren Stranger — White Ants
That Eat up Road Beds

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, April 16—World-wide interest
in the approaching completion of the Pan-
ama Canal -has served to diverj attention
almost completely {rom another mighty
project, namely the Cape-to-Cairo Railway,
to build which, over territory entirely
British; was one ‘of. the dearest dreains
of that great empire builder, Cecil
Rhodes. When the Germans ‘“‘annexed”
the whole of the east bank of lake Tan-
ganyika and declined’to cede a mile of it
to Britain, it looked as if Rhodes’ vision
of an AllRed Route through the Dark
Centinent never would be realized, but the
Belgiane, evidently wide-awake to the
value of the railway, have agreed to trans-
fer a strip of the Congo to the British
flag, so the Cape-to-Caire line will be “All-
Red” after all.

Meanwhile, vast strides have been made
with the work and through trains from

the Nile to the Cape, 6,000 miles away,

will be running within three or four years
from now.

According to Percy V. Cooper, one of
the constructing engineers, who is now in
England, the line northward has crossed
into the Congo from north-west Rhodesia
to a place called Elizabethville, which
formerly consisted of a collection of ant-
hills, 2,320 miles from Capetown, to which
point. trains are now running regularly.
From Cairo, the rails have been pushed
southward for a distance of 1,400 miles
south of Khartoum, or right into 'the
heart of the Soudan. Accordingly, if ad-
vantage is taken of the upper reaches of

| the Nile and the great African lakes, the

Albert Nyanza and the Victoriz Nyanza,
by placing steamers upon them and run-
ning these in connection with the rail-
way, less than 900 miles will need to be
laid.

Great Difficulties

“It has been a stupendous work,” said
Cooper, “and the difficulties have been
immense. There has been the hostile atti-
tude of the natives to contend with and
overcome, encounters with elephants, lions
and other wild beasts in northwestern
Rhodesia, and then, as the Congo was ap-
proached, the ravages of the white ant
and other termites had to be “reckoned
with. It was here, also, that the line en-
tered the area. where sleeping sickness was
rampant. \

“It was in May, 1905,\that the railway
passed the Victoria Falls, and plunged
northward to Broken Hill, a district rich
in all kinds of minerals, "and along this

section of the route natives turned out in|

thousands to gaze on ‘this wonderful ani-
mal belonging to the white man that ran
on rails and fed on/fire and took medi-
cine—that is, oil—to keep away the fever.’

. heasts .gave -us - a- lot:
trouble there, too. There was a stand-up
fight once, between a lion and lioness and
four native workmien armed with crow-
bars and pickaxes. Though all of them
were badly mauled, they managed to keeﬁ
the brutes at bay until a party armed wit
rifles arrived on .the scene and shot both
lions. ;

“At another time, a construction train
was puffing along with a heavy load of
material, near Gwelo, when a full-grown
lion was sighted stretched. right across the
line, and basking peacefully in the sun.
In reply to the whistle of the engine the
brute looked -up lazily but did not at-
tempt to move. The efforts of the driver
and stoker to drive him off the line by
pelting him with billets of wood were no
better rewarded

“The train was on the point of coming
to a standstill when the lion lost his tem-
per. He took a sudden spring at the en-
gine, seeking in vain for something on its
smooth surface into which he could drive
his claws, and thus secure a foothold.
"Again and again the beast sprang, falling
clear of the engine every time. The driver
then realized that the best thing to do
was to. go full steam ahead and trust to
the weight of the trucks behind him to
keep the train on its line and clear the
lion from its path.

“This was done, with the result that the
lion—a magnificent specimen—was cut to
piéces. by the engine wheels.”

Quite a number of natives, according to
Cooper, have lost their lives by being car-
ried off by lions while asleep in their
camps, and for this reason strong palisades
are built around them, and cattle kept in
specially constructed corrals,

“A Scotchman working on the line,”
continued the engineer, “was surprised one
day to receive a letter from his better-
half in Scotland saying she had made up
her mind to come out and join him, as he’
must be very lonely living among the

‘blacks, and haviug no one to cook for him.

MONEY FROM EUROPE-
FOR INDUSTRIES IN
DOMINION OF CANADA

Visit of British and German Manu-
facturers Te Investigate ; Con-
ditiens and Look For Sites

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
London, April 15—Canada wil receive
more attention this year from the manu-
facturing interests of Europe. Even as
its emigration has increased and the vol-
ume of money invested has become larger,
and arising from the same reason—that
those who have gone before have found
it good—so are the manufacturers appreci-
ating its enormous possibilities. Many'
delegations from KEurope have been ar-
ranged and more are in contemplation.
One of the most important of these will
be that from Germany.

This country has deliberated long be-
fore participating in the development of

the dominion, but is now about to make
headway. In Dresden last year your cor-
respondent met chief councillor H. H.
Weber, owner of “The Illustrated Jour-
nal” of Leipsic, one of the most widely
read and influential illustrated papers in
Germany. He had just returned from,‘
Canada and was full of enthusiasm as to,
its industrial openings. He spoke of his
intention to educate German manufactur-
ers with the object. of organizing a trip
to Canada to study the conditions.

It is now announced that a party of
more than 100 representatives of the prin-
cipal manufacturing interests of Germany
will make a two months journey through
Canada during the coming summer. They
will look particularly into the opportuni-
ties for establishing plant in Ontario and
the western provinces, and it is expected
that the visit will be productive of big
results.

Another important visit this year will
be that of the Machine Users’ Association
of Great Britain. Three men whose names
are famous in the world of machinery—
Sir Francis Cawley, M. P., a big Lan-
cashire manufacturer, Sir William Houlds-
worth, a member of several royal commis-
sions, and Lord Rotherham, cotton spin-
ner of Manchesten—will probably accom-
pany the party. The arrangements for
this tour are very thorough. A leisured
examination of the prospects all over mid-
dle and western Canada will be conduct-
ed by a committee which will prepare a
report detailing the opportunities for the
establishment of industries for submission
to the members of this organization.

Thag this will be no superficial enquiry
is shown by the fact that the consulting
surveyor to the association will be in-
cluded in this committee to add his tech-
nical knowledge to their deliberations.
Much good is expected from this visit in
stimulating the already awakened interest
of British manufacturers in the dominion.
These are among the signs of a growing
and extensive realization in Europe of
Canada’s possibilitiese.
