Misundersianding between the Town Soliels
tor and the Coumcii—Costs in Wilson vs.

Hengg to be Paid—Ne Clilef ¥et Appointed. | .

A special meeting of the sown council was
held in the ccunoil chamber on Monday
evening last.

There were present His Worship Mayor
Bucbansn, and Messrs. Thompson, Stewsart,
Magill, Holmes, Mitohell, Stevens, Smith,
King, Williams, Richardson sad Milla,

Minates of last meeting read and com
firmed. .

Accounts from J. Johnston, livery, $16;
F. Wilson, work in fire hall, $3.75; E
Bishop, repsirs, $1; A. Hirsoh, livery,
$2 50 ; Wilson & Robertson, wire brooms,
$5.40 ; R. Frezell, hoard for Buarke, $22,
snd C, McCollum, acid, $5 01 ; were read.

Collectors repors read showing $9 rents
oollected in February.

The markes committee reported recom-
mending that F. Wilson’s aocouns for
repairs $6 be paid, and was adopted.

Mr Ssewart moved, seconded by Mr,
Magill, that the mccount against Mr. Mo
Kellar and his bondsmen for submitting the
bonus by law, being $72 or thereabouts, be
submitted to them, and if not paid forth-
with that it be put in the hands of the town
solioitor for collection.

On motion the salary of Wm. Tennant for
February $41.66 was ordered to be paid.

On motion $1000 was placed to the credis
of the board of education,

Dr. Williams moved the council into com-
mittee on the report of the finance commit-
tee, Mr. King in the chair.

The clause in reference to the treasurer’s
bonds was on motion struek out and the
balance of the report adopted.

Couccil resumed.

The council was again moved into com-
nittee on the finance committee’s report for
the purpose of considering clause four in
reference to the costs in Wilson vs. Hoagg,
it having been referred back for reconsidera-
tion at the last meeting, Mr. Mills in the
chasir,

Dr. Williams moved that the clause be
struck out and a olause of considerable
length reviewing the whole question and
instruoting the town solicitér to pay the
costs be substituted.

Mr. Buchanan said the corporation had
no right to be mulched in costs of this kind
when the town sclicitor had never handled
the case in the town’s intereat. The solici-
tor told him the town was nos liable for the
costs. He (the Mayor) held that it should
be put in as an offset against the claim now
in oourt and let Judge Finkle decide
whether the c!aim was good or not. He
didn’t want to defraud Wilson out of a cent
but would contest the payment of an illegal
account by every means in his power. If
the council passed this resolution authorizing
payment of the account they would be
passing an illegal resolution and one which
they would be personally liable for. The
resolution instructed the town solicitor to

ay the amount. This looked as if the
supporters were trying this scheme in order
to escape the veto power which they knew
he would exercise on this matter. If she
aocount is right, why go abous paying it in
this round about way? Pay it out of -the
town funds direct.

Mr. Smith said the counoil could either
reject the acoount and let it go before the
courts for collection, which woald be done
if it was not paid, or pay it. He thought
they had enough of law costs during the
last year. If the money spent in this way
had been expended on our streets it would
have been better, After ali the expenditure
nothing was the result. When Messrs.
Wells and Meredith sent in their accounts
they were paid with hardly any opposition.
If this bill had come from any person but
W. B. Wilson it would not be opposed so
bitterly by the Mayor. The account was
correct and the town liable, for which you
have the solicitor's opinion. Ia reference to
raferring it to the town solicitor, it ia well
kpnown that costs should not be paid before
being taxed to see if a reduction could be
got.

Mr. Riochardson thought Mr. Smith dwelt
a little too much on the Meredith account
being paid. The result brought about by
the contraction of this account saved the
town considerable mouey, as witness the
amounts that have been paid in to the
treasurer by our present chief. Why nct
let the account be put in as an offset against
the town’s claim against Wilson in the suit
now pending? There seems to be a very
great hurry to get it paid and he didn’t
think it would take much harm if it was
laid over

Mr, Smith—Wilson’s goods are under
seizure, and if my friend’s wers, I think he |
would be in a hurry to have the debt paid |
as soon as he could.

Mr. King said tha$ for his own satisfac- |
tion he had seen the town solicitor, and he
said the town was liable for the costs. He |
would vote to pay the uccount and would |
slways vote as he thought proper.

Mr. Buchanan ssid he would noiify the
solicitor in the morning not to pay the
account, and if he did so it would be at
his own peril. Pay it direct from the
treasury and not in this round about way.

Mr Buchanan moved in amendment that
as the matter had been referred back for
reconsideration, and that not having been
done, but on the contrary the council was
asked to pass & clause so extensive in itself
a8 to be beyond the comprebenrion of the
members, that the committee do now rise
without adding the clause asked for.

The amendment was lost and the original
motien carried.

The discussion on this important matter
lasted about an hour and three quarters and
afforded lots of amusement to the audience,
who repeatedly applauded the speakers
when & good hit was made, and there was
some pretty strong ones made.

Counoil resumed.

Dr. Williams moved, seconded by Mr,
Thompson, that the council concur in the
finding of the committee.
