Although it has been known for some
time that Chief Justice Davie was suf-
fering from an illness whicp n}lght at
any time have a fatal termlua’t:on, th’e
pews of his death at St. Joseph's I'Iospn--
tal, when it first ga:med currency in t.he,
city, this morning, was received w1.th in-
credulity, which ~for a' = few minutes
dwarfed the expression of sorrow drawn
forth from the thousands to whom't'he
deceased has for years been a familiar
ﬁg;&llltehough it is now ten days since. Mr.
Davie was able to be out of doors, he
was not confined to his room, nml. 50
recently as yesterday afternoon he visit-
ed the sick room of his little boy, who
is lying ill with inflammation of the
lungs in the hospital. The deceased gen-
tleman retired to rest last pight at his
ugsual hour, his little daughter Mary
occupying a cot in his room. He rose
this morning somewhat earlier than was
his .custom, and at eight o’clock his per-
sonal attendant was summoned to as-
sist him in dressing. Shortly aft_er
breakfast ,his brother, Dr. John D:):we.
called, as is his custom, and 1'emmu.e(1
with the deceased for about twenty min-

One of
the sisters in attendance went with all
possible speed to the room and uvpom her
entrance the Chief Justice. grasped her
hand$ and asked her’ to assist him to the
lounge across the rooms - He  walked
with the assistance given, and with but
little apparent difficulty, and lay on the
sofa, lapsing immediately  into unecon-
sciousness. -The -Sister  Superior and
one or two others of the sisters; Miss
Skinner, and the deceased’s personal at-
tendant, were quickly summoned, bat
all was unavailing, and at a quarter
past eleven death supervened, the de-
ceased gentleman never having spoken
since his whispered request to the be as-
sisted to the sofa was made. Dr. Davie
was summoned by telephone, but arriv-
ed too late to render any assistance, if,
indeed, anything could have been done,
which it would seem ywas improbable,
The little boy who is‘in the hospital was
-taken .there on Saturday. where he is be-
ing nursed by Miss Skianer, who is a
sister of Mrs. Alegander Davie, and it
was ‘to” visit _the little’fellow yestepday
afternoon that the Chief Justice léft his
room. being conveyed to the upper floor
by meaus of the elevator. i%
The cause of death was a long existing
disease .of the heart, complicated. with
kidney trouble, which has bafled medical
treatment and caused ‘the sufferer seyere
paroxysms of pain, in" ome’ of ‘which he
passed away., ... - .
. That time-worn phrase *‘‘a self-made
man,”” applies in every particular 1o
Hon. Theodore Davie. Coming to Brit-
ish Columbia when a mere’ boy, ata time
svhen $hére were no’sthoels, He hdad none
of the opportunities for; acquiring an
edneation -that are open to the youths
of ‘to-day. :But that determination that
carried him: to the <highest office n the
gift of the ‘people "of the province, was
his  chief characteristic in his younger
days, and helped him to surmount the
innumerable difficulties with which he
met. He was born in Brixton, “Surrey,
_England on March 22pd, 1832, so that
he was a young man to attain to the:
‘positions which ‘he did. His elementary
education he received in his native town.
but as he left there when he was but
15 years of age, it was only a Slender
foundation, - It was in 1867 that - he

~landed in Victoria with his father, the

menced the study of law with the late
Mr. Bishop, one of the shrewdest of
lawyers. At was a hard struggle for
the young clerk to make both ends meet,
and when the Cassiar gold excitement
broke out in 1874, he, having a year
previously Leen admitted to practice as
an attorney, decided, to try his luck
among the miners. Four years were
spent in the mining camps of Cassiar
but. neither fame nor fortune came t}g
the roving attorney.
toria in 1878 he settled down to hard
himself in his chosen profession, his shkil-
ful handling of the defence in seyeral
criminal cases establishing for himy the
reputation of being one of . the 7 bést
criminal lawyers in Canada. He fi)u..‘-fht
the cases with that stubbornness, \vhl_ch,
a few years later, was a distinguishing
trait -in his political ecareer and which
won for him the admiration of' both
friend and foe. His greatest success
was probably in the Sproule case, when
he kept his client off the scaffold for
month after month, each time ﬁndil_)g a
new point on which to secure a reprieve.

Folowing in the foptsteps of his father
and elder brother, the deceased in: 1882
entered politics, being a candidate, as
member for Vietoria city 'in the legisla-
tive assembly. He was elected by a
very narrow majority, and supported the
Smythe government, and after the
death of Hon. Mr. Smythe, the govern-
ment of his brother, the Hon. A. E; B.
Davie. In 1886 Theodoré Davie was
again elected for Victoria city, and
three yvears later, upon the deatly of
his brother, was chosen attorney-general
by the new premier, Hon. John Robson.
Upon the death of the latter, in 1892,
Hon. Mr.'Davie” was selected to form a
new ministry. although there were older
and more experienced, but none abler
men in the house. In the eiections of
1890 the deceased was a candidate for
Cowichan district, the feeling in Victo-
ria at that time being against thé gov-
ernment. The elections of 1894 again
saw him a successful candidate in Cow-
ichan. Both these elections were hard
fought and in each Mr. Davie bore the
lion's share of the fighting, he. showing
to for better advantage on the piatform
when opposed than when he had smooth
iailiug. Sometimes he would lose his
emper, but never gave up until he had
gcored his point, being by far the best
political fighter in the province. It was
the same in the house; he would keep
up the fight to the end. His conStitu-
tion, however, could not long stand’ this,
the hardest kind of work, and after the
campaign of 1894-he commenced to fail
rapidly, After a long, hard session,
which previously he could stand as well
as the most robust men in the house,
he' would be haggard and drawn, his
face showing plaily theé ‘disease.that
;was slowly’ epding his life, . “Whepn ‘in
1895, he.‘was .offered the Chief “Jultice-
ship of British Columbia, e was" ¥aduced
to_accept-the position, his friends  feel-
ing’that when out of the turmoil-of*poli-
.ties, he could regain_some« of lis lost
strength,; But this' ftever came, about.
Trips were taken to California and the
East, ip seareh of health, but all ‘to no
ayail,. the doctors soon realizing that the
case was a hopeless one. During the last
few months it was only occasionally
that the Chief Justice was able to take
his seat on the bench, the strain being
too much for him, ‘

The Chief Justice was twiee married,
his first wife dying shortly ‘affer ‘they
were married. In 1884 he married Alice
Mary._d:lught(*r of Gregory Yaorke, Ksq.,
who died a little over a year ago, leav-
ing a'family of small children, To these
children. thie deceased was greatly at-
tached.. At home he was an entirely
dlﬁere'nt man to the politician seen on
the platform or in = the = legislature,
In politics he was borp* ., to
ruale. but . at home he WS
ruled by children. Theé wrter ‘has ‘on
mafy occaslons found him in _his stugdy
with his children climbing all over hing
Sometimes seated in his chair studying
for their Play’ did not seem to bother him:
but more often himeslf taking part in
the playing, romping around like a school-
boy. Probably it was an interview that
was sSought, and then when one of the
troub_lesome.questions of the day were
mentioned, it was the politician again,
but always with a smile or caress for the
little ones, who all the time were hover-
ing around.

His elevation to the office of chief jus-
tice was considered a fitting recognition
of his services to the country and his
abilities as a lawyer. Likewise was his
selection as a commissioner to revise the
statutes, a work which he lived just long
enongh to see-endorsed by the legisla-
tare. . .. .

Jen. Theodore Davie's ‘career as a
public man was not a long one but it was
a stormy one. From the start to the
finish it was a.continpal fight. In com-
mon with many others who shopved their
confidence in Victoria, Chief . Justiee
Davie suffered financial reverses, which,
with the passing of the depression he
had just abouat surmounted when death
intervened.-

It is probabfe that the funeral will be.a
public one.

As a token of respect to the memory .of
the late chief. justice the legislature - this

-announcement.of thedeath, Premier Turner
said: &

“Mr. Speaker and members of the” house,
I suppose that you all know that our late
premier of the province and chi justice
of.the province dicd this mfornthg. I think,
sir, “that ‘it is due to his memory-that this
house should adjourn for one day as a
tribute of respect to the memory of the
man who sat with uns for several years
as our colleague, and for many years as a
representative of this house. I think, sir,
that he'was a man known. to almost every-
one in this provinee as a man of great de-
termination and purpose, a man who never
stopped any work which he had in hand
until it was carried through to completion.

was a thorough worker, always ready
to carry through anything wbich he had
~undertaken. He had that spirit of fight, I
might- almest call it, that is characteristic¢
of the race from which he came, that car-
ried him through any work that bhe had
undertaken in the public idterest. [ feel
that the whole province will join with this
house in such a tribute of respect as. we
now propose to pay by adjourning the house
until fe-morrow in memory of our Ilate
premier and chief justice. I am sure that
'the leader of tlre Opposition entirely agrees
! with us in respect to this, and I trust that
| all members of . the house will join ‘in a
unanimous resolution to adjourn.”

Mr, Semlin in reply said: “On behalf of
the members on this side of the house, I
may say that we are very desirous of pay-
ing any tribute of respect to the memory
of the ‘'late chief justice. While we .on
this side of the house never agreed in poli-
tics with the late chief justice while he
was a member of the house, ‘we have ever
been willing to acknowledge the great in-
dustry, the determination of character and
the legal ability of the man.  We therefore
sincerely agree to the proposal to adjourn
the house until te-morrow.’’

The Well Known Canneryman Died Yas-
terday Afternoon.
