WILD RIDE ON SNOWSLIDE,

It Is Feared Scveral Men May Ilave
Been Buried,

J. W. Blundell bas arrived in Nelson
from McGuigan basin, bringing addi-
tional particulars of the snowslide which |
came down Washinzton mourtain on
Thursday and resalted in the death of
John Douglass, says the Nelson News.

Mr. Blundell visited the scene of the
slide shortly after it came down. He
says-the first report was no exaggera-
tion, and that there are fears now that
other men may be buried bencath the
debris which covers the Brown camp.

The+slide ocenrred in a draw. About
5,000 feet below the summit was & nar-
row bench, extending across the draw,
and on this, in a row, had been built
the buildings counected with the packing
camp. The Washington mine is situated
near the summit, while McGuigan, the
nearest point on the railway, is four
miles away. The trail to the mine
comes down one side of the hill, through
the packing camp, and up the other side
towards McGuigan,

Just at noon J, W. Powers, the pro-
pgletor, was getting into the camp he
heard a terrific roar, and looking up the
ravine saw an immense wall of snow,
logs and rock sweeping down on hiin like
a wave. He shouted to the men in the
buildings and started for the Lill, but
before he could reach it the outer fringe
struck the horse. He was thrown but
mwa—aged to serambdle Hur safely onto
higher ground, although bruisel and
shaken. $

John D»ouglass, Sandy MeDonsld  and
H. Powers also ma®e a rush for the
side of the ravine, but were caught
before they had fairly started and swept
forward on ilLe crest of the avalanche.
Douglass wert ‘vnder, and when found
latcr the appearance of the body showed
that hie had been smothered to death., Me-
Donald was struel oy a bank of suow,
and while carried s«mng on his wild ride
retaired - consciou. 10ss, and woudered
how death wounld strike him. His re-
flections were brought {o an end by be-
ing swallowed up in the snow and he
knew nothing more tiil dug out, The
reseners saw his feet sticking up through !
the spow,

H. Powers had a still more thrilling
cscape. ‘He was ralled and thrown, lodg-
ing with his head on a huge log, with his |
right arm and leg inmmed between some
pieces of timber. he lay there a huge
fir tree, over two feet in diameter, swung
over himi and cames down till it seraped
the flesh eff his temiple to the bone, and
stopped. - Another inch would have frac-
tured his skall which was pinnod between
the huge tree above and tbe log under-
neath,

Rescue was at hand almost immedinte-
Iy, the men at the mines in the vieinity
coming over, atiracted by the noise of
the avalanche. MceDonald was in his
uncomfortable position only 15 minutes,
but the rescuing of Powers was much
more difliculty. Both men were badly
bruised, but had no bones broken.

THAT MYSTERIOUS BILL,

i: i’rovides For a Subsidy of 7,500 Acres
of Land a Mile, Free From Tax-
ation For Ten Years.

The mysterious Queen Charlotte Isl-
and Bill which the government tried to
press through the House the other day
without allowing members to read it, is
in the hands of people on the street! The
chairman of ways and means actually
refused to read the bill to the commit-
tee of the whole, or allow it to be read
by any member, and men who are not
members of the House are now ecarry-
ing it about town showing it to their
friends! The bill provides a subsidy of
7,500 acres of land, including coal and
petroleum, free of taxaticn for ten years,
for forty miles of standard or narrow
gauge railway to be constructed by the
said company. Graham island is to be
reserved from pre-emption, sale or lease
until the 31st day of October, 1904, so
that the company may meanwhile make
their selection of land in areas not less
than- one mile square, It is reported
that the company already own important
deposits of coal on Graham island of a
quality superior to Vancouver Island
coal, which they cannot market for want
of a reilway, and that the grant of
coal and petroleum lands is sufficient in

value to pay the whole cost of building |

the road and leave a handsome surplus
for the promoters besides. There is a
report extant that Mr. Dunsmuir does
not want the road to be built at all, so
that Queen Charlotte Island coal shall
rot enter into competition with coal
from his mines, and that while profess-
irg a. desire to éischarge his election
pledges to the promoters he really wish-
ed to kill the scheme, and so took the
readiest means to do so by refusing to
allow the bill to be put before the House.
