ASSOCIATED CHARITIES
WANTS MORE POWER.

Authority to Correct Soclal Evils Would
Increase Its Usefulness— Coming
Winter a Hard One.

Mrs. C. H, Hall, secretary of the As-
sociated Charities, was seen yesterday
by the Star in reference to the work
which will be done during the winter.

The first meeting to arrange definite-
ly the work for the winter will be held
on the second Wednesday in this
month. Then weekly meetings will be
held to discuss the different cases as
they arise from time to time.

Mrs. Hall is of the opinion that this
winter will not be a very hard one on
the poor. Last winter there was an
exceptionally large number of cases of
sickness, some of whi¢h are still on the
society’s hands. 'Work, however, was
not very scarce.

This winter the prospects for work
are even better. Mrs. Hall thinks that
any man or woman having a trade or
occupation will have no difficulty in
finding employment. THe\ hardegt
cases with which the Associated Chari-
ties have to deal are immigrants, wh&
have no particular - occupation, but
mnust be engaged as unskilled labor.
The emigrants who come to her are

Speaking of the Scots, Mrs. Hall said
that given half a chance they generally
manage to pull along all right.

Mrs., Hall says the greatest harmony
now prevails among all denominations,

together ‘through the Associated
Charities. When this society first be-
gan seven years ago it met with con-
siderable resistance and at first it was
decidedly up-hill work.

The work which is being done |is
shown by the fact that 1,300 cases were
attended last year-as against 300 in the
first year. This does not mean that
there is more poverty but that their
work is better understood.

Mrs. Hall is very much in favor of
compulsory education and thinks it
probable that the matter will be agitat-
ed this winter. If we are nof to have
compulsory education, Mrs. Hall thinks
we should at least have a truant officer,
The work among children she thinks,
is worthy of special attention.

Another plan which is likely to be
discussed during the winter is that of
widening the scope of the society, as
has been done everywhere throughout
the United States, to take in the power
of correction. To give the society that
power special legislation would have to
be passed by the provincial house, as
was done by the different state govern-
ments. This would give the soclety
power to cause investigations into pub-
lic institutions, such as hospitals,
asylums, which they do not consider
properly managed, or it would give
them the power to prosecute a husbhband
who has deserted his family. It would
give them power to remove children
from unwholesome environments and
place them in orphanages and in fact
give them power to remove children
If this should be done, said Mrs. Hall,
the good work would be greatly in-
creased. -
