The increase in the rate was gener-
ally anticipated and was due to the
ismall gold reserve which last week
stood below $100,000,000, being further
depleated of nearly $5,000,000 by with-
drawals during the past few days for
shipment to South America. Only small
amounts of gold have been coming in-
to the country from Egypt, and for
many months the bank has been un-
able to obtain the weekly supplies ar-
riving from the mines, as France has
been a persistent buyer of the metal,
presumably in preparation for the new
Russian loan. With the Bank's re-
serve at such a low ebb the high rate
is necessary to attract gold imports as
well as check continental demands.
