Washington, May 30.—President 
Wilson delivered a memorandum ad­
dress here today in which he defined 
the spirit of America, warned citizens 
of foreign birth not to set themselves 
against tihe purposes of the nation; 
called upon young men to perform 
voluntary military service, and defend­
ed his recent suggestion for an al­
liance of nations to preserve peace. 
He spoke at Arlington National Ceme­
tery before an audience made up large­
ly of civil war veterans, who applaud­
ed him vigorously.

While he declared he had no harsh­
ness in his heart for Americans of for­
eign birth and expected them to still 
love the sources of their origin the 
president said :

"America must come first in every 
purpose we entertain, and every man 
must count upon being cast out of our 
confidence, cast out even of our toler­
ance, who does not submit to that 
great ruling principle."

Speaking of America, made up of 
all the peoples of the world, as the 
champion of the rights of mankind, 
he said:

W'-- ■ British In German East Africa Rush 
Forward.

E London, May 30—The British force, 
which is invading German East Africa 
from the southwest, and) which yester­
day was reported- to have penetrated 
twéruty miles into German territory 
on the front between Lakes Tangany­
ika and Niaasa, has made still further 
progress, according to an official state­
ment issued tonight Hie statement 
says:

"In continuing the report of his 
operations, sent om May 25, Brig.-Gen. 
Northey telegraphs that, his operations 
against Neu Langenberg (north of 
Lake Niassa) wère successful. The 
enemy was compelled to evacuate the 
town. We occupied it today, captur­
ing large quantities of ammunition, 
food and stores of all kinds.

"An enemy garrisoni, which is hold­
ing Marema, twenty-three miles east 
northeast of Abercorn (on the Rho­
desian border) has been invested."

"South of Posina the enemy follow­
ing a violent artillery preparation, at­
tacked in the direction of Soglia Di 
Gamplglia and Mount Priafora. After 
a desperate struggle our troops re­
tained these positions.*’

Berlin, May 30, by wireless to Say-

Ready To Fight Against Aggression.
"We are not only ready to cooper­

ate, but we are ready to fight against 
any aggression, whether from within- 
or without. But we must guarantee 
ourselves against any sort of aggres­
sion which would be unworthy off 
America. We are ready to fight for 
our rights when those rights are co 
incident with the rights of man and 
humanity."

The president reiterated his sugges­
tion before the league to enforce 
peace last week that the United 
States was ready to become a partner 
in any alliance of the nations "which 
would guarantee public right against 
selfish aggression." 
criticisms reminding him that George 
Washington warned the nation against 
"entangling alliances," he said':

"I shall never myself consent to an 
entangling alliance, but would gladly 
assent to a disentangling alliance, an 
alliance which would disentangle the 
peoples of the world from those com­
binations in which they seek their 
own separate and private interests, 
and unite the people of the world to 
preserve the peace of the world upon 
a basis of common right and justice."*

Turkish Report.

Constantinople, May 30, via London, 
(5.32 p. m.)—The following statement 
was given out by army headquarters

"Mesopotamia front : In the Fala- 
hie sector, on the right bank of the 
Tigris, ,our artillery silenced two 
guns or the enemy. In a spirited at­
tack on the same bank, we captured 
24 Englishmen.

"Caucasus front: On the right wing 
and in the centre there was patrol 
fighting, and on the left wing skirm­
ishes occurred.

"In the Smyrna sector our guns 
drove off three enemy airmen over 
Prokia. Some enemy warships in­
effectively shelled the hill west of 
Kesten Island."

For this reason the Austrians were 
enabled to make the relatively large 
gains they have scored.

Petrograd, May 30, via London—
The official communication from head­
quarters issued today reads:

“After artillery preparation! the 
enemy tried, on Monday night, to take 
the offensive in the region northeast 
of Augustinhof, but was driven back 
to his own trenches by our fire."

"Enemy airmen threw bombs on 
Vileyka station and the town of Voys- 
tom, north of the station.

"Galician: In the region of the vil­
lage of Gliadki the enemy opened a 
violent fire with light and heavy guns, 
bomb throwers and mine throwers on 
our, trenches, at the same time at­
tempting an infantry offensive. Hav­
ing driven back our advance post the 
enemy exploded two of our mine gal­
leries, which were not completely 
charged. Reinforcements have hurried 
to the spot and dislodged the Aus­
trians by a counter-attack. They re­
captured the post and restored the 
previous situation.

"Northeast of Zelena, north of Bout- 
chache, an enemy attempt to approach 
our trenches was frustrated by a fusi- 
lade and hand grenades."

London, May 31, 12.21 a. m.—The tillery duel.
British official communication issued "Farther north our trenches south­

east of Neuville-St. Vaast were shel­
led, but between Neuville-St Vaast 
and La Bassee Canal there was a 
marked decrease ln the artillery ac­
tivity. There was some shooting about 
Richsburg.

Berlin, May 30, via London (5.04 
P- m.)—The text of the official state­
ment is as follows:

"Western front: Artillery duels are 
continuing along the front between 
La Bassee Canal and Arras. Lens 
again was bombarded. In the neigh­
borhood of Souchez (Artois district) 
and southeast of Tahure (Champagne) 
weak enemy advances failed.

"There has been increased fighting 
activity between Hill 304 and the 
Meuse (Verdun front) south of the 
Corbeaur and,Cumleres woods we cap­
tured French positions along the en­
tire extent between the southern 
ridge of Dead Man’s Hill and Cumt- 
eres village. Thirty-five officers, in­
cluding several staff officers, and 1,313 
unwounded men were captured. Two 
counter-attacks against Cttmieres vil­
lage were repelled.

"Blast of the Meuse we improved 
upon our newly captured line in the 
Thiaumont wood. The advance was 
ln the eastern portjpn of the wood. 
Here at times the fire on both sides 
reached the greatest violence.
