Was Parish Priest at Rex-
ton, Kent County—Was
Many Years Mi,saiomry in
Africa. ;

Death removed, late Saturday after-
noon, the Rev. Father Joseph Litch-
endeiger, the parish priest at Rexton,
Kent County, N:B., who recently en-
tered the St, John Infirmary for treai-
nient. Reverend Father Joseph, as he
was familiarly known, was for a long
time a missionary in the wilds of
Africa, where he converted many
savages to the Cross. Born in France,
and educated there, he answered the
call of his Maker, in going forth to
preach the Gospel to the barbaric Af-
rican tribes. After a long and a faith-
fu: service among them, in which he
was dearly beloved, he was forced to
relinquish his ardent duties, which
had taxed his health, and returning to
France set sail for Canada, where he
hoped the climate might benefit him.
He was assigned to ‘the Rexton parish
o few years ago, and his work there
still lives after him.

About two years ago Reverend
Father Joseph underwent an opera-
tion for stomach trouble, and since
that time had never fully regained his
health. A few weeks ago he entered
the Infirmary, and succumbed peace-
fully and quietly late Saturday after-
noon.

At all the services in the Cathedral
vesterday morning the different Fa-
thers referred to the lamented demise
of a venerable and holy man in the
person of the late Father Joseph, and
the prayers of the congregations were
asked for the repose of the soul of
the late lamented priest. The body
of the venerable man lay in state in
the Palace yesterday, and was visited
by hosts of people who paid their last
respects to one who had done a noble
service in the Lord's vineyard. To-
cday the body will be forwarded to Fox
Creek, Westmorland County, where
burial will take place tomorrow.

FORWARD MOVEMENT
WAS THE SUBJECT

Matter Was Spoken on in All
the Presbyterian Churches
Yesterday—Movement of
Church is Three-fold in Its
Object.
