The gov-
ernment tide table, issued by the Naval
Service Department, &tated that the
tide would reach a height of twenty-
elght feet, but D. L. Hutchinson,' of
the local Government Observatory
gave notice on Saturday that the tide
‘would reach a higher mark,'and he
was correct, for the official guage
showed the helght to be exactly
twenty-nine feet. Mr. Hutchinson
says that there will be another high
tide again this morning, and he gave
warning on Saturday so that the mer
chants and other along the water front
could be prepared.

Fortunately yesterday morning there
was very little wind and accordingly
the waters in the harbor were calm,
if it had been otherwise great dam-

The Cross was also honored on the
fleld of battle, the coveted honors,
such as the Victorla Cross, Croix de
Guerre, and other decorations, being
in the form of a cross. Even the
Kalser could find no better emblem
for his military decorations than the
oross,

During the war the nations had
learned the meaning of sacrifice and
the citizens of every country had
found out that without the eross there
oould be no salvation. Everything in
the world worth having had to be paid
for, and while good was expected to
come out of the recent world com-
flict, the price paid was tremendous,

A new era was dawning and the
Cross expressing as it did, God’s idea
of the value of man, was taking its
proper place in the lives of men. The
oross also expressed man's realization
of God’s purpose, in that they were
willing to follow His example, and if
need be, give their lives for the better
ment of the world,

This was a day of
great inventions, among them being
the phomograph, the submarine, cable
and wireless telegraphy. Through
the public schools and universities
knowledge was being rapidly in-
creased.
