-wasnmgton, Sept. 1.—This dis­
course of Br. Talmage is full of the 
breath of the hills and fields and is 
a summer sermon; text, Nehemiah 
viii, 15, ''Go forth unto the mount 
and fetch alive branches and pine 
branches and myrtle branches and 
palm branches and branches of thick 
trees to make booths.”

It seems as if Mount Olivet were 
unmoored. The people have gone 
into the mountain and have cut off 
tree branches and put them on their 
shoulders, and they come forth now 
into the streets of Jerusalem and 
on the house tops, and they twist 
these tree branches into • arbors or 
booths. Then the people come forth 
from their comfortable homes and 
dwell for seven days in these booths 
or arbors. Why do they do that?, 
Well, it is a great festal time. It is 
the feast of tabernacles, and these 
people are going to celebrate the 
desert travel of their fathers and 
their deliverance from their trou­
bles, the experience of their fathers 
when, traveling in the desert, they 
lived in booths on their way to the 
land of Canaan. And so these 
booths also became highly sugges­
tive—I will not say. they, ye neces­
sarily typical, but highly suggestive 
—of our march, toward heaven and 
of the fact that we are only living 
temporarily here, as it were, in 
booths or arbors, on our way to the 
Canaan of eternal rest. And what 
Was said to the Jews literally may 
be said figuratively to all this audi­
ence. Go forth unto the mountain 
and fetch olive branches and pine 
branches and myrtle branches and 
palm branches and branches of thick 
trees to make booths.

Yes, we are only here in a tem­
porary residence. We are marching 
On. There is no use in our driving 
Our stakes too deep into the earth; 
we are on the march. The genera- 

i tions that have preceded us have 
gone so far on that we cannot even 
hear the sound of their footsteps. 
Thqy have gone over the hill, and 
we are to follow them. But, bless­
ed b» God, we are not in this world 
left out of doors and unsheltered.

Washington, Sept. 3—A cablegram re­
ceived today at the state department 
from S;>eoial Oommisaioner Rockhiill at 
Pekin explains partly the delay at the 
Uliinese capital in securing the ’final sig­
natures to the protocol. Mr. Rookliill says 
that the Uliinese plenipanteiïtiÉu-iee re­
ceived the expected edict authorizing them 
to sign the agreement in behalf of the 
Chinese government on August 28. They 
were, however, instructed to delay final 
signature until they received another 
edict toucliing tire discontinuance of civil 
service examinations in some of the cities 
where the Boxer movement found its 
principal strength. The Ohiniese govern­
ment is finding it no easy matter to dis­
criminate in the selection of the places 
where the penalty is to be imposed.

Pekin, Sept. 3—United States Minister
