UNSANITARY CONDITIONS
OF INDIAN SCHOOL

Dr. Bryce Reports Want of Fresh Air
the Cause of So Much Tuber-
culosis

Death Rate is Enormous, Caused
by Want of Ventilation--Insti-
tutions Are Qonducted by Va-
rious Religious Denominations.

\
Ottawa, Nov. 15—A none too favorable
report on the health conditions prevailing
in the Indian industrial and boarding
schools of the dominion is indicated in a
report just issued by Dr. P. H. Bryce, in
his capacity as chief medical officer of the
department of Indian affairs.

The Indian schools as is generally'known
are conducted by the Roman Catholic, An-
glican, Presbyterian and Methodist de-
nominations, who receive grants from the
government . to assist them in icarrying on
the work.

The report says: ‘“That of a total of 1,
537 pupils reported upon, nearly twenty-
five per cent. are dead, and one school
accurate statement,
sixty-nine per cent of the ex-pupils are
dead, and that everywhere the almost in-
variable cause of death given is tubercu-
losis. With one or two exceptions, no
serious attempt at the ventilation of dor-
matories or school rooms has hitherto
besn made; that the air space of both is
in the absence of regular and insufficient
ventilation extremely . inadequate; that
for at least seven months in the long win-
ter of the west, double sashes are on the
windows in order to save fuel and main-
tain 'warmth, and that for some ten con-
tinuous hours children are confined in dor-
matories, the air of which, if pure to start
with, has within fifteen minutes become
polluted; so as to be capable of detection
by ordinary chemical tests. It is apparent
that the general ill-health from the con-
tinued inspiration of foul air is inevitable;
but when sometimes consumptive pupils
and véry frequently others with discharg-
ing scrofulous glands are present to add in
infective quality to the atmosphere, we
have created a situation so dangérous to
health that I was often surprised that the
results were not even worse than they
have been shown statistically to be.”

Dr. Bryce remarks that the conditions
in the majority of schools demand an im-
mediate remedy. In two or three schools
only do the principals realize that “fresh
air, or oxygen, is life.”

The two were on a car
of the Los Angeles and Pauper Railway
and Cook pressed the muzzle of the re-
volver against the body of his wife and
began shooting. She fell dead and the
passengers fled to the platform. Cook
covered the train crew with his gua and
eacaped in the darkness. Mms. Cook was a
Miss Jennie Harvey, daughter of Henry
Harvey of Linkletter, P. E. I. Cook form-
erly lived in Summerside.

[TALY SHAKEN AGAIN -
BY EARTHQUAKES

Reggio di Cadabria, Italy, Nov. 18.—The
province of Reggio di Calabria was visited
by another severe earthquake at 2.20 p.
m. today. It was especially severe at
Brancansalone, Ferruzzano and Bianco,and
a number of houses were shattered or
damaged. The people who had summed up
courage to return to. their homes after
the earthquake of October 27, again be-
came panic-stricken and fled a second time
to the country. Some of them are camp-
ed tonight in the open air, while others
have taken refuge in subterranean grot-
toes. Men and women, rich and poor,
riests and - soldiers, are thrown in to-
gether and the devout are raising prayers
to the Madonna and the saints to succor
them in their misery.

The gravity of the situation is increasing
by the inclemency of the weather. A
second violent shock was experienced in
this town at 3 p. m. today. The people
were thrown into a state of consternation
which was added to by the stories of
further damages at Ferruzzano. Assist-
ance has been sent to this place.

He perishes and is bur-
ted under the splendor of his own high
ideals—which he never could live up to.
Strength was not taught him when a boy,
and he found mighty little of it in his
blood when an inventory was made of his
inheritance. In short, he ran out of
steam.

Courage is related to strength as the
branch to the trunk. We are courageous
when we know how strong we are. A
weak man is never really brave—his brav-
ery is bluff. Courage of the highest form
is related to the highest morality. So
L'ennyson sings of one of his heroes:

“His strength is as the strength of ten,
Because his heart is pure.”

_Kear is the cause of many failures. A
man knows little about courage when he
works up a spasm of courage only when
he loses his temper. Hot courage is scarce-
ly ever well balanced. Dispassionate brav-
ery does the best work. Like lead, it is
effective- when cold.

Chirurgical Hospital today. iittie  sevens
year-old Mildred Muricl Hall dressed her:
dolls. She stood one of them on its feet,
and laughed in glee as it toppled over.
“He’s just like brother Jack,” she remark=
ed to Edward Richard Hall, her brother,
four years her senior.

The boy smiled back at her, and then
his features twitched, for he had uncon-
sciously moved one of his little legs, and
it burned like fire. :

But he didn’t groan. Ile hasn’t groaned
since the other day, when the surgeons
took away from him a half hundred pieces
of his skin with a knife—cut it away that
his sister beside him might be well.

Physicians at the hospital declare that
the case of little Mildred is one of the
most remarkable of its kind in the his-
tory of the institution. This is not alone
because of the recovery of the child, but
because of the wonderful fortitude whicia
mother and brother exhibited, and of their
unselfishness. :

Since the child was burned last April
the mother has consented to three opera-
tions. Three months she remained in the
hospital while the physicians, time after
time, took away the cuticle from her own
body and grafted it upon burned places
where flames had destroyed the natural
skin of Mildred. In all, two hundred
square inches of skin were removed from
her own body that the child might live.
And then, when the doctors said she could
nrot submit to another operation, Edward
volunteered to furnish the rest of the skin
which should be needed to make his sister
well. Thirty square inches of the cuticle
were taken from his legs.
