Debate on the Address.

MR. PALMER’S SPEECH.
(From the Mail.)
OTTAWA, Oct. 29.

Mr. PALMER said he would not have
addressed the House had it not been for
the attack made on him by the hon. mem-
ber for Middlesex, but having got upon
his feet he should endeavor to give what
he considered the position of affairs. The
hon. gentleman who had justspoken had
abandoned the principles for the conduct
of this case and had taken the proper
course, but he (Mr. Palmer) cnnrd not
agree with the priociples of law laid
down by the hon. member for the gnid-
ance of the House. He complained of
the resolution that it did not meet the
charge made bi)), Mr. Huntington. He
regretted that the questions had not been
saparated. It was a catech motion, L]
because the movers had not dared to
propound the principle that the charge
was proven., Now that the resolution
was in the form it was, he did not see
h: w meml ers could avoid all the ques-
tions raised by the last speaker. He
would therefore first consider the mat-
tors that were undisputed. First, it was
undisputed that there had beer negotia-
tior 8 between Sir Hugh. Allan and the
Americans, but this he contended could
be considered by no man a charge against
the Government. As to the charge that
there were negotiations between Sir
Hugh and the American capitalists, and
that the Government knew of it,that was

utterly immaterial and was no charge at |

all. The charge merely said that the Gov-
ernment were aware that negotiations
were . pending between Sir Hugh Allan
and she Americans. : Could this be con-
sidered a crime on the part of the Gov-
ernment? No, it was no charge at all.
The next charge, and the only charge,
was that of corruption. This was cer-
tainly a charge, .and a grave charge.
Now, it -had never been proved that Sir
Hugh Allan had got the contract, nor was
that'advanced in the charge. Thecharge
properly formulated was that the Gov-
ernment- had madé a bargain with Sir
Hagh Allan to give him the contract, and
if that was : proved he had no hesitation
in' saying that the Government were
worthy ef condemnation., But he had as
little hesitation in_saying that there was
not a tittle of evidence to show that that
was the case, As to the expenditure of
money at elections, he thought that it
was time that this should be inquired in-

to. Without wishing to make fish of‘one |

and fowl of another, he desired that a

general inguiry should take place. But’

on this,ground merely he could not vote
for the overthrow of Ministers whose
general policy had been such that no mau:
could put his footin the countryunless
he were a supporter of the Government.
But however that might be; if it could be
proved that the Government had sold
anything ‘belonging' “to Canada, they
should be driven from -power. He next
alluded to the disreputable course which
bad been tsken by the des'émmte lIead-
ers. of  the Opposition. There ‘were
some historical facts in connection
with this matter which he should like
the country to know. The first of thes

was, as sworn by the hon. membi

for Argenteuil, that the ‘documents on

which these charges were founded were
stolen from his (Mr. Abbott’s) ‘office.
Another  historical fact was that a post
letter had been stolcn by these men. An-
other was that this G. W. McMullen, so
much #dmired by Mr. Glass, had attempt-
ed to levey black mail on Sir Hugh Allan.
Another was that G. W. McMaullen, so
ready to make charges, had, when ecalled

‘upon by the laws of this country to ap-

pear and substantiate “them, rcfased to
come before the Royal Commission; also
that the hon. member for Shefford refas-
ed to appear before the Commission : also
that the hon, members, when offered a
a Commission, refused to accept it in or-
der that men like McMullen might net be
sworn. There was also another fact of
an earlier date. The late Hon. T. D.
McGee, while the eloquent strains of his
voice were yet echcing in the House,was
shot down in the street for no other rea-
son than his political opinions. All these
things were echoing through the country.

i8 | It would be difficult to convince people

that letters were stolen, and the post
office robbed and that there was no con-
spiracy, Then as to Mr. Huntington and
his refusal to appear betore the Commis-
sion.

He would like
to know how much of the $40,000 it
would take to become all right with the
@lobe. Gentlemen opposite did not like
to hear this applied to the Globe, but they
did not object to have it applied to the
Premier. In the letter to his American
friends Sir Hugh stated privately with
reference to the $40,000—that he was
«a]] right with the Globe,” but there was
no positive statement in those letters in
reference to the Government. The Op-
position was glad to take one part of Sir
Hugh's evidence and leave -out of the
question the rest in order to make good
their charge against the Government.
Sir Hugh said distinctly in bis evidence
that he had no agreement, either verbal
or otherwise, or through any person act-
ing for him, with the Government or any
member thereof, in respect to the Pacific
Railway contract.

Interruptions having been frequently
made by members of the Opposition, Mr.
Palmer moved the adjournment of the
debate.
