Manager Tom Wright have said in
the past many times that the five
dollar increase in your fees is
“crucial” to the survival of the
Students’ Union.

You will also be asked
whether you sug{)on the Campus
radio station CJSR going foran FM
license with the continuing sup-
port of the SU.
