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State Bee-Keepers’ Assocation will
meet with us in joint convention. If
held at Denver, the bee-keepers of
Utah, California, Texas, and all the
great West will be able to “get there.”
I firmly believe that a convention can
be held at Denver that will be the
equal of any ever held.
Of course, the first question asked
will be “What about rates?” Well,
thev are all saisfactory, or of course,
we could not have gone to Denver,
as a convention without low rates on
the railroads was never a success.
The National Letter Carriers’ Associ-
ation holds its annual convention in
Denver during the first week in
September, and an open rate to every-
body will be made at that time. A
representative railroad man told Mr.
Working, the Secretary of the Color-
ado State Bee-Keepers' Association
that the regular fare outside of
Colorado would be one fare, plus $2.00
for the round trip, with a regular
rate of one fare for a round trip in
Colorado, while there have been made
some specially low rates from some
points in the East. From Chicago
the fare will be only $25 for the round
trip. From St. Louis it is $21. From
St. Joseph, Kansas City, and Omaha,
it will be only $15. Rates from points
still further East have not been defin-
itely settled.
