Raising Tomatoe Plants.

A sorzespondent of the Genesee Farmer gives
the following plan, which he has tried with excel-
lent results. It is simply to take some turnips,
hollow out the inside, and fill them with fine soil.
Two or three seeds are sown in each turnip, so
as to make sure of ope good plant in each. The
rest must be pulled out. He puts the turnips in
a box, and fills the interstices with soil to keep
them steady and moist. He places the box in
the kitchen, not too near the stove, and keeps
‘dﬁooﬂmdpl\nunoh& When the plants are
preftty lup,ndthowmberisnﬂduduuhd,
hplmnhoboxwtoldoouonw-md:ys.b
harden off the plants. At the proper time the
plants are set out, turnips and all, so that tl.n
roots are not disturbed. Tbe sbell of the turnip
soon decays, and the tomatoe grows “ right

Those who have no gardens, but lun.roon in
the yard {0 set a barrel or two, can obtain 8 sup-
ply of tomatoes with s Iittle trouble. J?hn A.
Briggs, of Franklin county, Mass., writes :(—
«Take a flour barrel, knock out both heads,
saw it in two in the middle, place the halves in
any vacant place, fill about two-thirds full of
earth and manure, and set your plants in them,
and you will find your plants, if attended to, will
db as well as fii-dny othey place. ~'The writer of
this has practised this' method for the last three
years with perfeot success.  None need want for
this délicious and heathful fruit unless they are
too indelent oo try the experiment.” The plants
grown in this way msy be watered with waste
water from the kitchen.—dmerican Agricutural-
ists.

Hotbeds will require careful looking after, es-
pecially in the way of extra protection on cold
nights and stormy days. - Straw mats or other
material should be at hand to cover the sash
when necesssry. Every opportanity should be
improved for veotilation when the weather is
warm enough.

Those who have not frames’and sash for a hot-
Sed, may start tomato, celery, and otber plants
iti‘boxes in the house. When large enough to
transplant they may be set out in a bed prepared
as follows: On some dry well-drained spot in
the garden, sheltered from the wind, dig out a
pit 5 feet wide, 18 inches deep, and of any de-
sired length. Drive a stake in each of the four
corners, and place some boards round the pit, on
the top of the groviid, atd esrth up to ‘the top
of the boards outside: Then fill the pit with hot
horse manure as high as the bottom of the
bosrds, and' place four or five inches of good,
rich, well-prepared surface soil on the top.—
Rake it off smooth, end cover with boards or
mats for a fow days, when it will be warmed
through: This will be just the place to set out
the plants raited in the house. Disturb the roots
as lit{le aa possible in transplanting, water thor-
oughly before transplanting, snd give a gentle
watering with lukéwarm water after the plants
are set out.' Bhude the bed a little, at first, from
tbe sun,.and cover it up on cold nights and wet
days. - A bed of this kind will be very useful to
start caulifiower, and cabbage plants, lettuce,
&c., gardeners are beginning to understand that
a.gentle, bottom heat, and a protection from the
wind, are of more importance than the warm,
close stmospheae of a hot-bed frame.

As aoon as the ground can be worked, sow
pess in some warm part of the garden. In re-
ference to this crop, the Rural American says,
# we think that the old system of bushing . peas
is & very expensive one and should be abandon-
ed, at least with all low-growing varieties.. \We
bush none, but sow in drills about two feet apart,
hoe and keep clear of weeds, and the result is
splendid crops:: The drille should be made in
garden culture, with a hoe,and about eight inches
wide and four deep, then sow the peas thickly
over the entire surface of the drills. A litile
manute in the drills will be beneficial, unless the
the soil is very rich. The following sorts are
low-growing, and good for bushing. Daniel
O'Rourke, Prince Albert, Blue Imperial, and
Princess, the two first being very early.”
Plant a few Ash Leal Kidney, or early June
potatoes as soon as the weather will permit.
Rhubarb may be forwarded by placing a few
sticks, or an old barrel with _a head taken off,
around a plant, and banking it up with some
hot manure. ' Caver the top in cold nights. This
plan will forward the rhabarb rapidly, and it will
be nice and tender.

Raspberry plants not attended to in the fall,
should have the old eanes cut out, and four or
five of ' the ‘strongest new canes shortened into
three or four feet according to their strength,
and tied to stakes.—Blackberries should be sim-
ilarly treated.

Strawberries should be kept free from grass
and weeds, and the surface slightly stirred with
the hoe and rake, but care must be takem not
to do demage to the numerous fine rootlets.
Currants and gooseberries should have all the
wood trimmed out, and the remaining branches
shortened in. They should also be treated to a
liberal dressing of well-rotted manure.

The Sowing of Grass Seeds.

The present is a good tinie for sowing clover
and the grass seeds on winter grain, though
earlier would have been better. Wherever the
graia appears to have been killed out, it is to be
feared that the grass has been killed also; and it
is well, in & moist time, to sow clover and herds-
grass, If the ground has been thrown up by
the frost, it may be well to roll it down, The
roller is generally 1ot enough used. Its use in
April on winter grain will not injure the crop.
Where the roots are badly thrown out it will be
of great benefit, as well to the wheat or rye asin
covering the grass seed.

One word on the seeding of land at the time
of sowing spring crops. Much is lost by covering
too deeply. The shallower very small seeds are
covered the more of them spring up, and from
coming early into sun and air send their roots
downward and help to form 3 rich velvet-like
turf. Too many sow their spring crops on the
farrow, sow the grass seed in the same way, and
barrow in both at the same operation. The
wheat, rye, barley, oats, or flax-seed force their
way through the too deep covering, at least a
considerable part of them, but the grass seeds
being small and feeble perish under the over-
Iying mass of earth. Itis well worth while to
barrow -once before sowing for the grain crop ;
shen to harrow again, giving it a fair but not
excessively deep covering ; then to sow the grass
seeds gud cover alightly with & bush harrow or
roller. One peck of the smaller grass seeds
hus SO Will“ g6 further to” make a fine rich
turf than a.hushel sown on a rough surface and
barrowed. * '

It is well also at this season to sow clover seed
on the bare spots in meadows snd pastures, but
& dressing of ashes, plaster, or barn manure
should be given at the same time, unless the soil
be decidedly rich, as otherwise not much can
regaonably be expected of the clover. We have
often sown clover on' such bare spots, with a
m of ‘ashes, or ashes and plaster, or
ashes and lime, or a little fine manure; and found
