Through the judicious attention and continued
kindness of the Chairman of the District, an
ample supply of Bibles and Testaments has been
repeatedly obtained without charge to the School
Funds.

It is a pleasing fact that in consequence of the
distribution of small reward books, among the
scholars—they evince a laudable anxiety to be
regular and punctual in their atteadance, diligent
in the acquisition of their lessons, and exemplary
in their bebaviour.

The Library contains only about 250 volumes,
a number that is obviously very inadequate to
the raquirements of the school, there being 125
scholars and 21 Teachers—including the Svper-
intendent and Librarian. From the report of
the Librarian it appears that 600 issues of books |
were made to the children in the quarter ending |
30th September.

In the month of June last about two-thirds of
the scholars were examined in the 1st, 2nd, and 1
3cd Catechisms, and by their ready and correct :
inswers, afforded great satisfaction to the visitors, ‘
and mu.-h encouragement to the Teachers.

In addition to the usual catechetical and scrip- |
tural lessons, which are committed to memory,
the first class of girls, and the first class of boys
have commenced the writing of briet exercises |
apon different subjects of Biblical History—as |
the Deluge, the life of Abrabam, of Moses, &c.
