Marveasp Ovsrer Trave.—According to the
Baltunore Jmcrican, the product of the oyster
trade of the city s equal to or greater than tbe
product of all the wheat and corn raised in tbe
State of Maryland. The whole shores of the
Chesapeake Bay and its terbutaries are adapted to
the growth of the oyster, and as but one year in
required for their full growth, an immense profit
accrues to those engaged in the basiness—a profit
which is estimated at some three ]mndred to ;ix
hundred per cent. Thereare 230 vessels engaged
in tie business, which average about 900 bushels
to the cargo, and require nine or ten days for the
trip. These vessels, making in the aggregate
6,000 trips during the eight months 1n thg year
1n which they are engaged, give & total of 4,500,
000 bushels per year sold in the Ball-umn: market.
The oyslers bring an average price ol er cents
per bushel, which gives a graond total of $2,400,
000 per year paid for oysters by the dealers in the
cily.
