“The Ross Rifle is the best in the
world and if there has beem any
trouble with it, it has been due to the
ammunition. The Lee-Enfield  will
jam with bad ammunition. Camadian
ammunition has been found good. All
the complaints that are made about:
the Ross Rifle are made by men who
can’t take the bolt out even. I want
every officer to know how to use the
rifle.

Bayonet Fighting.

“In the past the bayonet has been
a good thing, but in these days of
magazine rifles and machine guns, it
is an extremely foolish idea to think
that large forces can be reached suc-
cessfully with the bayonet. In the
civil war there was not one authentic
record where the bayonet won a fight.
At Bull Run it was tried, and in
crossing a crest of 250 yds, the muz-
zle loading rifle swept an entire regi-
ment out of existence before the bay-
onet could be used, and only the ad-
jutant reached the parapet of the con-
federates. When men are thrown for-
ward to meet larger masses of the
enemy, I feel freely, that an officer
does not know his duty to force them
to mee them with the bayonet. Give
me men who know how to use the
rifle. It is idiotic to press home bay-
onet charges.

Perfectly Satisfied.

“I am perfectly satisfied with whet
I have seen here today. I always pick
the bad places. I now want to meet
every officer face to face and shake
him by the hand, and I tell yon all,
I shall shut my eyes to Jyour in-
iquities, if you will do your duty, and
do it well, and I know you will do
this, for you are gentlemen and sol-
diers all over.”

k On April 8th we made some criti-
cisms of the Oddfellows’ Relief As-
sociation, and in so doing called at-
tention to-the relative positions of the
Independent Order of Foresters, be-
fore its reorganization, and that of
the Oddfellows’ Relief Association.
Unfortunately we did net call atten-
tion to the fact that the Independent
Order of Foresters has had a reorgani-
zation which placed the Order on an
actuarial basis, based on the experi-
ence of the Order and a 4 per cent.
interest earning rate. Our attention
has been called to this by the Fores-
ters, and they also inform us that on
December 81st last, they wrote down
all their securities to actual market
value on values supplied by the New
York Department of Insurance for
their American statement and by the
Dominion Department for the Cana-
dian statement. They state that in ad-
dition to the reserves required to
support their policy contracts, they
had set aside a special reserve of
$500,000 to cover war risks, and
another reserve of $750,000 to cover
any further depreciation in security
values, and that they then showed a
surplus of nearly one million dollars
according to the Canadian valuation,
and $645,000 on the American valu-
ation of securities.

This successful reorganization is
very creditable in deed to the man-
agement ‘of the Independent Order of

High Chief Ranger, Elliott G. Stev-
enson to whose initiative this reor-
ganization is largely due. It must be
recognized, however, that the reor-
ganization is not on the same basis as
is required by the Insurance Depart-

States of regular stock life insurance
companies. The rate of éstimated in-
terest earnings is 4 per cent., while
the regular life insurance companies
base their reserves on an interest rate
of 8 1-2 per cent. and again the For-
esters’ reserves are figured on the ex-
perience of that Order up to the pre-
gsent, which has been decidedly
more favorable than the mortality
tables which are the basis of the
reserves of the stock life insurance
companies operating under Dominion
license. Whether this reorganization
is all that is claimed for it by the Or-
der, we are not at present prepared to
say.—Toronto Saturday Night.
