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A PREMIER’S EXAMPLE.

Sir Joseph Ward, the premier of
New Zealand, forms the subject of
the character sketch in the current
issue of the London World. No be-
ginning, we are told, could have
beéen less promising or auspicious for
a great career than was Sir Joseph’s.
His father dying when he was a
child, he left Australia, where he
was born, to go to New Zealand,
where he had to begin his battle
with the world at an early age. A
post as telegraph messenger being
vacant in the postoffice, it was of-
fered to him, and he took it without
hesitation. Immediately after enter-
ing on his duties, he began to learn
telegraphy, for which he had so
great an aptitude thac he was pro-
ficlent in the course of a few weeks.
Within six months he was a tele-
graph operator. His early experi-
ences made themselves practically felt
in later years when he became Post-
master-General. He knew exactly
the weak spots in the gervice, and
was able to improve them.

Feeling the need of educatiom of a
proader kind than he could get in
the postoffice, Sir Joseph left to go
into a merchant’s office, which of-
fered him work of a varied character.
Included in the routine was the rep-

. resentatien of two, different news-
papérs, so $hat he had even to do
some jou stie work !in the shape
"“meetings,? chronicling
local happeitings; and so on. After
- three years he resigned to take & po-
sition in the railway service, though
it was at a‘lower salary than he had
been getting, as he desired to become
acquainted with the routine of that
department. In the railway service
he remained for two years, practical-
ly in charge of the office, as his su-
periors were a dong distance away
from where he was stationed. This
experience in the railways stood him
in good stead in after life, when he
became Minister of Railways, a port-
folio he filled for 'seven 'years, and
was recognized as a master of detail
as well as of administration. Leav-
ing the railway, he next became the
repersentative of a large business
firm. Ultimately he entered into
busifiess on his own account, and to-
day hig firm is one of the largest in
the colony, though Sir Joseph has
taken no active pari in its manage-
ment for some years.

The exigencies of ~political life
prevent Sir Joseph from indulging as
much as he would like in open-air
relaxations, for he is essentially an
open-air man. At one time he used
to boat and play cricket. For some
time, indeed, he was the captain of
a cricket club, and a scar on his
forehead still reminds him of an ac-
cident in the field. Later he was an
ardent volunteer, and when there
was trouble with the Maoris he of-
tered to take his corps to fight them.
Evidence of his skill in other athlet-
fc pursuits is furnished by the pres-
ence on the aldeboard in .Awarua

which he won in the days that were
earlier. Today, sea-fishing, perhaps
more than anything eise, is 8ir Jo-
seph’s great relaxation. Once it
came very near to costing him his
life. With two men he was fishing
far out in the Straits, in which’
there is a shark known*locally by the
name of “Black Jack.” Suddenly the
great beast appeared and ‘began to
make for the boat. One of the boat-
men lost his head and nearly brought
the pafty to grief; bdbut the other
obeyed Sir Joseph's orders, and row-
ed for all he was worth, while Sir
Joseph himself fed the shark with
the cod he had caught, and thus kept
it at a certain distance until they
reached the breakers. It was & -nar-
row escape, for Black Jack had pre-
viously been known to attack fish-
ing parties.

THE PEACE CONFERENCE.

“How'ever it may be _thought by
many. to be lacking in practicability
at the present time, there can be

£

no question that there has grown

up among all the great. nations of
the earth a deep yearning for  de-
liverance from the horrors and affiic-
tions -and losses and privations
of war and from the growing bur-
den which the maintenance of vast|
fleets and armies entails. It is net
to be expected that'a world which
has been torn with conflict and sat-
urated with the blood of contend-
ing armies from the earliest dawn
of its history till now will reach
an area of universal and 1lasting
peace at a single bound. It is cer-
tain, if it ever be accomplished, to
be the result of slow processes, in-
volving much change in human char-
acter. The same qualities of greed,
anger, pride, rapaciousness, pugna-
city and injustice which cause dis-
gension and strife among individ-
uals enter into the cause national
quarrels. Hitherto such quarrels
have been entered upon by any two
powers at will, without reference to
the interests or convenience of oth-
ers, who are always injured by the
~xercise of belligerent rights.

It has come to be strongly felt
that there ought to be @& general
consensus of nations that they will
not be justified in going to war
without having first made an at-
tempt to settle their disputes by
arbitration. This would simply be
advancing nations to _the position
held by individuals under the duel-
ing code. The seconds’ first duty
was really that of arbitration. It
was always incumbent on them to
bring their principals together and
reconcile them if possible, and they
often succeeded in doing so. If they
tailed, they were bound to see that
the quarrel was carried to its last

most humane rules which were prac-
ticable under such circumstances.
The duel between individuals has
been abondoned .as a relic of bar-
barism, but quarrels between na-
tions have mnot yet been advanced
to the place it occupied. The move-
ment now on foot contemplates, as
we understand ’it, putting them ex-
actly there, as a first step toward
peace. It is proposed to agree that
two countries with a grievance be-
tween them must in .effect appoint
seconds, who are to compose their
differences, if possible, and if it is
pot ,they and all-other parties to
the compact' are to see to it that
the fighting is carried on in a way
to injure others as little as possi-
ble and without wanton cruelty; in
ghort, in strict adcordance with the
code. 5 ¢

THE COLONIES AND IMPERIAL
PARLIAMENT.

Writing recently in the “Daily Re-
port” in conmection with the Colon-
{al Conference now in session in
London, England, “H. A. R.” sald:

In the masterly speech of the late
Colonial Secretary Setting forth the
political, defensive, and commercial
aspects of the Federation of the Em-
pire at ‘the last Colonial Conference,
that portion of it which dealt with
the suggested representation of the
Colonies -in either or both Houses of
Parliament was not the least im-
portant.

Mr. Chamberlain considered that
there could be no objection in princi-
ple to-any such proposal. . “If. it
comes to us it is a proposal which
His Majesty’s Government would cer-
tainly feel justified in favourably
considering,” said Mr. Chamberlain;
but he added, “I have always felt
myself that the most practical form
in which we could achieve our ob-
ject would be the establishment or
the creation of a real council of the
Empire to which all questions of Im-
perial interest might be referred, and
if it be desired to proceed gradually
the Council might, in the first in-
stance, be merely an advisory coun-
cil.” : ‘

As showing what a thoroughly
sound grip of Colonial affairs Mr.
Chamberiain had acquired,. it may
be interesting in this connection to
quote the independent views of Sir
Edmund Barton, on this subject,
which the writer gleaned from sev~
eral interesting conversations with
Sir Edmund, the first Commonwealth
Premier, during his last stay in Lon-
don, and which, as an old Australian
journalist and friend, I had his fall
permission to make use of. - ;

Now, if the Colonial representatives
in the House of Commons were sent
there upon the basis of ' population
merely, it would. have no valuable
result, because it would be only a
microscopic representation. Again,
if the representation were increased
out of all proportion to the popula-
tion, grounds would immediately be
found for discontent at the disparity
ot'the system. So that an eftective
representation would be attended
with danger, while a» ineffective
representation is worthless.”

‘The ruthless logic contained = in
these untterances of - the Common-
wealth’s first Premier must be appar-
ent to all.

“No doubt,” Sir Edmund went on
to say, ‘‘means may be found for pe-
riodical conferences, such as the
present, upon which it is difficult to

Conferences of men who throughout
their deliberations retain their re-
sponsibility to their own Parliament
and people in the different . lands
from which they come, 80 that the
representative system is at the foot
of the Conferences.”

From this it will be seen that the
opinions of Mr. Cahmberlain and
those of the Commonwealth Premier
were practically unanimous. If any-
thing, Sir Edmund’s opinion may be
deemed the more conservative be-
cause, being essentially an expert
Constitutional lawyer, he restricted
it to the Constitutional purview of
the situation. It was not essential
that the late Colonial Secretary
should have pointed out in detail at
this Conference the dificulties that
lay in the way of Colonial represen-
tation in the Imperial Parliament,
and he very wisely sought refuge in
sympathetic generalities which he
crystallised  into the eminently
statesmanlike idea of “‘creating a
real Council of the Empire which
might ultimately have ¢ conferred
upon it both executive and legisla-

.tive functions.” “

Only those who have lived for any
length of time in’ Australia know
what ‘a very superficial view of Im-
perial ‘politics prevails there, and
how wearisome becomes the iteration
of “Australia for the Australians.”
Not that the loyalty or patriotism
of Australians in regard to the moth-
er country, can be impugned for one
moment—these were abundantly
proved during the late war—but it is
an undeniable fact that prior to the
war, and at the present moment, &
very large section of ‘the community
has been led to believe that in sub-
scribing something more than the
trifiing sum nOW contributed to-
wards the naval defence of the Colo-
nies they are being made the victims
of a ‘‘taxation without representa-
tion” grievance. )

“The . proposed additional contri-
butions from the Colonies towards
Imperial naval defence which were
suggested at the last Colonial Con-
ference are comparatively small
when the immense importance of the
protection which the Imperial Navy
affords them is taken into account.
Such an increase “ would certainly
not warrant the Colonies in demand-
ing representation in the:Imperial
Parliament, though it will assuredly
not prevent a certain section of Aus-
tralian politicians from demanding
it wildly when the matter comes up
for consideration.”
