ELECTRIC LIGHTING

Ever since Mr George Rodfick
| installed a dvnumo at Lyndhurst and
| began to extend the benefits of electric
! lighting to that district, the people of
| Athens have looked longingly in that
direction for a light to illaminate the
darkness of our streets—a darkness
that is intensified by the rows of
large shade trees that make the
village so beautiful in the daytime.

But Mr Roddick has been busily
engaged in perfecting his plant and
meeting the demands of nea:-by
neighbors, 80 that it was not uutil
Monday last that Reeve Holmes was
nble to arrange for the village conucil
0o meet him and discues the matter.
Mr Roddick arrived during the afrer-
noon, accompanied by Mr W, Delong,
(» graduate of the A.H.S. class of
1902), who is now engaged in electri-
cal work at Oshawa. Their proposi-
tion to Athens was briefly this :

That the village loan to Mr Roddick
the sum of $8000, this sumw to be re-
1-aid in ten years without interest, and
that the village enter into a contract
for street lighting.

Mr Delong remembered the plan - of
Athens fairly well, and suggested that
abovt three sets of cluster lights be
placed on Mam street, each costing
872 per year; other streets to be
lignted with 50-candle power lights at
$10 per vear, bringing the total cost up
to about eight or nine hunired per
year.

Mr Holmes said he did not think
that Athens could atford these beauti-
ful cluster lights ; that previously the
council had plunned for 20 acetylene
lights, und would ike a proposition
calling for 20 of the 50 c.p, electiic
lights. ~He asked if, according to
figures quoted, these lights could be
supplied at $200 per yvear

Mr Roddick thought that consider-
ing the heavy outlay (estimated at
$22,000) involved in running a power
line to Athens, the village should enter
into a contract calling for »  consider-
ably larger annual payment.

Asked as to power for manufactories
Mr Roddick said they would be able
to offer for sale about 500 horse
power.

In supplying light to buildings,
private and public, metres would be
installed, so that only the power used
would have to be paid for.

Councillors Jacob, Taylor and Gor-
don were also present and joined in
the discussion. The proposition in
a ‘general way was made plain to
all and it was decided to defer further
aciion in the matter until the next
meeting of the council.

The people of Athens have been
talking about street.lighting for a
quarter of a century, and the present
proposal should be carefully considered
and in event of it not being entirely
acceptable - in its present form some
agreement may be reached by which
the darkness of our streets may be
dissipzted.
