WANT FORMER SERVICE

Also Seeking Favorable Train
Schedule When the Valley
Railway is Operated,

The montaly meeting of the Boarl
of Trade was held on Monday even-
ing, with an attendance of about
twelve members.

He had gone into the matter of
tae morning and evening train servicay
on the Gibson and Minto line between |
here and Chipman. Mr, Grout had
maintained that this was impossible.
Mr, Palmer then stated that Mr. Ken-
nedy of Minto had in mind a schedule
by whaich the service could be given
with no greater expense than at pres-
ent, and he had been expected to at-
tend the meeting but had wired that
he could not come. It was then ar-
ranged that an appointment be made
with Mr. Kenedy and Mr. Sherwood,
and the executive be called together
to discuss the situation with them.
