Native industries are spring-
ing up in villages, and employment for
skilled and unskilled labor is steadily
growing.

There also is a persistent agitation by
the Gaelic League agminst the flood of
emigration, and the hope is expressed
that the report of Lord Dudley’s com-
miseion on congestion, which is expect-
ed within a few days, will make recom-
mendations that will result in great
things for the peasants of the west. It
is understood the commission is in favor
of .plitﬁng up the large grazing ranches |
and ng small holders with farms
uuﬁkicmly large to be economic and to

vide livings for the tillers lnd their
amilies.

Further, there is a still stronger rea-
son for the falling off im emigration.
!f’u that the prcpaid passages, which
in days past came from America, have
now greatly fallen off on account of
l-goyment in America and disturb-
business caused by the financial
trouble.
