The George Brown Statue.

The pedestal of the statue which it to 
be erected to the memory of the Hon. 
George Brown was recently placed on 
the site selected for it in the Qneen’e 
park, Toronto. It is of unpolished Inter­
national grey granite, from the quarries on 
Lake Memphremagog, six miles south of 
Newport, Vt. A firm foundation has been 
obtained on a rising mound about fifty yards' 
east of the volunteers’ monument The base 
of the pedestal is octagonal, and rises in 
two steps. The ehsft is perfectly circular, 
and facing the south appears in raised letters 
the name of the deceased statesman. The 
total height of the pedestal is eleven and a 
half feet The whole of the worxmanship has 
been done by Mr. & Forsythe, of the Interna­
tional Granite Works, Montreal, who bas 
personally superintended the erection, and it 
is very creditable to him. The statue itself, 
which is to be ten feet high, will not be com­
pleted until next year.

A Deputy Reeve A ceased of Perjury.
London, Dec. 4.—The preliminary ex­

amination into ttie charge of perjury brought 
against James Legg, deputy reeve of London 
East, commenced this morning before P. M. 
Parke. The charge was of Baserions charac­
ter, it being alleged that Benjamin D. Legg, 
son of defendant, was the defendant in a 
breach of promise suit for $6,000 brought 
against him by Anna Sherlock, whom he is 
alleged to have seduced. Through the 
medium Of James Legg a settlement was 
effected, and it was claimed that the young 
woman was concealed in his house for days 
before the time of the trial. A anbpœna was 
served upon James and Benjamin Legg, 
calling upon them to produce |he young 
woman, wnen they made affidavit that they 
did not know where she was. The evidence 
adduced was very contradictory, and at its 
conclusion an enlargement for a week was 
granted to produce more witnesses. Anna 
Sherlock repeated her testimony in the case 
against Benjamin Legg, and an enlargement 
was also bad in it for a similar time.

A Sad Sequefr
Two weeks ago a report was published of 

a serious accident to a man named James 
Brady, who, in jumping from a Credit Valley 
railway train at the foot of Tecnmsetb street, 
fell and had one leg nearly severed from his 
body. Following this report came an account 
of a mistake which, if it were nut for the sad 
circumstances surrounding the incident, 
would have been laughable. It was .stated 
how an elderly couple had been informed that 
their son Michael had been run over by a 
train and fatally injured, and further related 
that the father and mother had hurried to 
the hospital, where the sufferer bad been con­
veyed, and there remained for hours carefully 
tending him, and enlisting the good offices of 
the regular attendants in sympathy with their 
overflowing grief. Leaving the hospital they 
were startled to meet their eon, ‘who, being 
informed of the mistake which his parents 
had been led into, was hastening to assure 
them that he was safe and sound. The elder­
ly couple were Mr. and Mrs. Owen Cosgrove. 
But although Mr. Cosgrove then learned that 
the injured man was no kin to him he did not 
forget the poor sufferer. Having once sup­
posed him to be his son he continued to act 
as a father to him until the last scene, which 
was witnessed on Monday afternoon. He 
visited the hospital daily to enquire after 
Brady, but the latter, in addition to the 
■hock sustained by the amputation of a leg, 
had received internal injuries, and he remain­
ed unconscious until a short time before his 
death, which occurred on Friday. When Mr. 
Cosgrove was informed of this event he made 
an effort to find Brady’s relatives, and as the 
search was in vain be notified the hospital 
authorities that he would provide for and i 
after the funeral of the deceased. He kept 
his word to the letter, and on Monday after­
noon the remains of James Brady were in­
terred in St Michael’s cemetery.

The case of contempt on the part of the 
Grit officials in Rat Portage in lghoring the 
writ of haheaz corpus issued by the Manitoba 
court was recently enlarged tor a fortnight 
pending the conference between Mr. Miller 
and Mr. Mowat in Toronto.

A general redaction in the wages of the 
hands employed by the Canada Paoifie rail­
way has been made at Winnipeg. The 
boiler makers have etruck against the reduc- 
ti n, and there are rumours of a general 
strike, but it is considered improbable.

Superintendent Egan, of the Canada Pacific 
railway, in reply to a delegation of Southern 
Manitoba farmers, >ieured them that Messrs. 
Ogilvie had no monopoly of elevators on the 
road, and tnat they" had a right to erect a 
flat warehouse at Manitou tor the purpose 
of shipping from there frozen wheat or 
coarse grain. That to assist those who bad 
their grain injured by frost the railway com­
pany had reduced the tariff twfcnty per cent, 
to those shipping to distant points, and had 
asked the line south also to make a reduction. 
That theline south had modified its previous 
order so that in future there would be no rea­
eon to complain of want of foreign cars for 
the shipment of wheat to Ontario.

The Galt Coal Mines.
A Gazette representative recently paid a 

visit to the coal banks, thirty miles below 
McLeod, and through the courtesy of Mr. 
Stafford, the foreman, who conducted him 
througn the mine, was enabled to witness 
the progress of the work. The* are two 
main tunnels, each 400 feet long, let into 
the side of the bank, with several branches. 
These branches are at regular intervals of 
60 feet, and form an acute angle to the main 
tunnel on the one aide, and an obtuse angle 
on the other. After t*e branches have pene­
trated a certain distance, another tunnel » 
made, para-lel to -the, main one, connecting 
the branches ; from ,tnie more branches. are 
made, 30 feet apart, and so on. There is 
therefore a perfect network of tunnels under 
the ground. Combining all of them, there 
are now about 1,500 feet of tunnelling. The

Mr. Pattullo, who came here declaring that 
he wm monarch of all he surveyed, and lord 
of the fowl and the—special constable, 
skipped out very suddenly. Up to the hour 
of hit departure he wm full of threats for 
every one who did not approve of the injuri­
ous and ia fact out-throat policy he had 
adopted by order o^ his superiors with refer­
ence to this place. His threats, his assumed 
air of superiority, his distribution of intoxi­

Better than gll paints and powders for the 
complexion is plain coarse food, bran or oat­
meal baths and the wet mask. The last-named 
remedy for a coarse skin is perhaps the sim­
plest and best if one hM patience to try it, A 

MASK OF WHITE COTTON 
is made to cover the face, leaving openings 
for the nostrils and eyes. It should be thick, 
of many folds, and of some material that will 
retain water. Put this on the face just be­
fore retiring, and if possible keep it on all 
night, and keep it m wet as poMible. This 
wet mask keeps the air away from the skin 
and gives it time to soften. The outer cuti­
cle wears off in time, and fine smooth skin 
takes its place, bat it takes from six to eight 
weeks to perform this task.

The reason the skin on the face is oftentimes 
the coarsest of any portion of the body is be­
cause it is more exposed to the air, and to 
more sadden changes of atmosphere. A 
woman who would have very fine skin mast 
wear a veil most of the time, especially in this 
climate. However the Skin may be kept soft, 
clear, and fine without a veil if proper care is 
taken.

Warm water is the best to wash the hands 
, but never do so just before going ont in 

the cold air, for such a process roughens the 
skin. Every night the whole body should be 
washed in tepid water, and the face in as hot 
water m can be used. The hot water open! 
the pores of the skin, and takes away a grea' 
deal of the natural oil, besides tightening thf 
skin, and thus keeping it firm

After this washing in warm water,
AN APPLICATION OF OATMEAL AND WATER, 

left on all night, softens the skin and tends 
to whiten it. A handful of coarse oatmeal 
should be put on soak in a bowl of water a 
few hours before using. A bowl may last 
three or four evenings. The hands should 
always be washed m the oatmeal water.

Bran is an excellent article for softening 
and whitening the skin, and a bran bath 
should be taken at least once a week. Place 
the bran in little thin muslin bags aad drop in 
the bath tub to soak about two hours before 
using.

There is some good reason why a woman 
has a coarse or mottled skin. Either the 
digestion is bad, the blood impure, or she 
does not bathe sufficiently. If the face is 
WMhed often and the rest of the body only 
occasionally, all the impurities which are in 
the skin must come out through the pores of 
the skin on the face. Thus, care should be 
taken to wash the body at leMt once a day. 
A sponge bath is the best, m any other when 
taken often tends to weaken the system. If 
powdered oatmeal is rubbed on the skin after 
bathing it proves beneficial.

When arising in the morning wash the face 
very carefully with tepid water and dry with 
a fine soft cloth, always robbing downward. 
Be sure to dry the face thoroughly. Quick 
and brisk robbing is not good for the face.

A little lemon juice and milk mixed to­
gether and applied nightly will remove 
freckles.
